Jobbers Pleased with Opening Sprin?
Condition.

BIG INCREASE IN FEBRUARY BUSINESS

Trade Better.

. The trade I pleased with the conditions
at the opening of spring. Ijist wwk
showed'an excellent business, both orders
by mall and from salesmen. February
showed a large Increase In volume of busi-
ness over February of last year. To add
to the Rood feeling engendered by big trade
Conditions over the country are such as to
rive the Jobbers confidence that the year
will be a good one. The farmers have had
rain an snow on their wheat and there Is
now no 'danger of a drouth. Farm work Is

rapidly, many of the farmerstrogresslng of the country having their
thHr stalks cut and the ground ready for
plowing. As a rule the local wholesale
market Is firm.

Prices have been firm on coffee. There
has been considerable activity In the option
market. Receipts are small, the shortage
Increase, the market Is gradually and
steadily hardening and Jobbers would not
bo at all surprised by higher prices.

Every man In those departments of the
grocery nouses which handle Ann has been
Working day and night the last week to
meet the enormous demand for fish which
came with the Lenten season. Mackerel
and smoked white fish and In fact all lake
fish are scarce and predictions have been
made that they will advance 60 cents per
half barrel In the next thirty days.

Strong; Advance In Sugar.
The sugar market has been exciting. In

anticipation of the canning season, no
doubt, the price of raws has been ad-

vanced I to 15 per cent, and refined sugar
was advanced 10c per 100 pounds the mid-
dle of the week. Jobbers say the price will
not be lower again soon, and may he
higher. In fact, they expect a stendy in-

crease in the price. It Is said the esti-
mate of the Cuban crop has boen reduced
from l.SOO.ono tons to l.ion.ooo or l.Ouo.ouO
tons. On account of this, the fact mat
wet weather 'has prevailed In Cuba the
greater part of the time for the last tw.
months and the fact that stocks in the
hands of refiners are light, the holders of
raws are not anxious to sell at prices
which have been ruling.

There Is no change to report In the
canned goods situation, but canned goods
of all kinds continue to move freely, the
demand covering almost the entire line. In
the line of dried fruits the situation is not
materially changed, but every Item in th
line shows strength, apricots, peaches and
prunes being particularly in strong pom
tion.

Throughout California they have had an
abundance of rain during the past two or
three weeks, and the outlook for this sea-
son's fruit crop Is as fine as they have
ever had. The crop of li"5 doubtless will
be well cleaned ui before new goods can
possibly reach the market, so that the new
goods will tind an active demand the min
ute thev are available.

The rice market Is perhaps a little easier
than It has been, doubtless due to the fa;-- t

tliut the mills haven't much stock left, and
desire to clean up.

Fall Shoe Styles Coming.
Shoe Jobbers are expecting a showing of

new fall styles and naming of prices In
about a week. Fall styles are said to lie
about the same as spring. It Is thought
that there will not be any great change
In prices when the fnH lists are announced.
Leather continue firm. Advices from the
Boston market say there Is an easy feeling
in raw hides and more confidence is needed
to keep leather up. This confidence will
come, the eastern people think, this week.
for the salesmen of the manufacturing
houses have gone on the road. Jobbers, in
reckoning up advances, say sole hides have
advanced 165 per cent In the last year.
finished calf 40 per cent, vici kid 22 per
cent, green calk skins 68 per cent, sole
leather 49 per cent and sheep skins 69 per
cent. Trade the last week has been fair
and Drlces have not changed.

John Mulr & Co. of New Tork say cf
the cotton market: "with the present
enormous consumption of American cotton
an 11.000,000 crop this year would be re-
garded by the world as a calamity, while
as a matter of faot the south has only
produced three or four crops larger than
this. It Is foolishness to think - at this
early date that tho next crop will be
bumper; It Is more conservative to believe
that it will be a good average crop and no
more than the sntnners of the world de
mand. We are. therefore, unable, viewing
the situation from this standpoint, to see
anything at present conducive to selling
contrasts short In this market, but, to the
contrary, can see how conditions might
shape themselves in such a way as to
produce very much higher prices, and with
this idea In view prefer the long side.

With Dry Goods Houses.
All former records are left behind by

February's sales In dry goods. 8o far
this year the number of merchants who
have visited the market has been larger
than at any previous time, showing that
the spring excursions instituted by the
Jobbers and manufacturers are growing In
popularity. The visitors have been good
buyers, and those who have not come in
have sent large orders by mull and through
salesmen. Ail lines have come In for a
share of the demand. The merchants have
purchased freely domestic and staple
prints and gingham and the belter grades
of woven and wash fabrics and dress"
goods. Hosiery and underwear have also
been In demand. Cotton goods are strong,
und no Immediate change In prices is ex-
pected.

The question to be decided In the eastern
markets during the coining weeks is
whether wool dress goods or worsteds are
to be the predominating feature for fall.
As there are no evidences in the market ut
pieseul that point to a strong revlvul of' wool goods In the plain und tancy styles,
a great many In the trade expressed the
view that the 1908 fall and winter season
will ngaln turn to worsteds, mohairs and
broadcloths. The latter, of course, are
selling at present in liberal quantities for
tne coming season, ana are Deing taken in
all shades and weights from medium to
heavy.

Un such lines that have been
'

placed be-
fore the trade Import orders have be n
placed cautiously. Un serges, broadcloths
and plain and fancy Henriettas the foreign
lines are under order for fall to a heavier
extent than was the case last year at this
time. These are the only classes of goods
Of which this is true.

Changes la Hardware Prices.
As usual with the advent of spring,

prices are up on hunters' canvas good.
Grindstones are 6 to 7 per cent lower.
Manufacturers have named prices 6 per
rent lower on Dlsston's saws. Trade has
been exceptionally good to the local hard-
ware men. Mail orders have been un-
usually good. One house recently received
a $460 mall order for general supply of hard-
ware.

Trade has been unusually good In paints.
Oils and glass, orders increasing perceptibly
over last week. Unseed oil Is off 2 cents,
the raw product being quoted at 40 cents,
with boiled oil selling for 42 rents. Tur-
pentine remains at 77 cents, and leads con-
tinue to sell at last week's quotations. The
