INTERPARLIAMENTARY UNION DISCUSSED

LONDON, July' %—Willlam J, Bryan,

who was Introduced by Ambrasador Reld,
was received In private audlence by King
Edward at Buckingham palace today, The
visit was pald at the king's specisl re-
quest, his majeaty having notfied Mr
Reld that he denired to meot Mr. Hryan.
The Interview was quite informal and was
marked by the pleasing cordlalily which
the king Is accustiomed to show Americans

In whom he is Interested. Only the king.
Mr. Reld mand Mr. Hryan wers present.
The converamition largely turned on the

suhject Af pence and the conference of
interpariiamentary union, with the objects
of which the king showed himmelf thor-
oughly In accord.

Bubisequently the king receivad some
eighty members of the Intarpariiamentary
union Iin the throne room, Congressmen
Richard Bartholdt of Missourd, T, E. Bur-
ton of Ohlo and Rockwood Hoar of Massa-
chumetts, representing tha American group.
Mr. Fryan nccompanied hls three com-
patriots at this function, which was some-
what In the nature of a laves, King Ed.
ward, who wore plain clothes, stood in
front of the thone while the visitors filed
past. As each person was introduced the
king shook hands with him, making oo-
easfonal brief remarks to tha most promi-
noent members of the party.

The government Is using every means at
Itn disposal to oreate the Impression both at
lhnmn and abrond that the orisis has been
succesafully passed and the probability of a
general upheaval has  disappearsd. The
semi~-officlial press is filled with comforting
assurances that the governmant now has
& firm hold of the situstion and that the
| confusion and demoralization in the coun-
clls of the oppomition politicnl organizations
produced by the coup d'etat render united
action imposalble, Moreover, the oMeclal re-
ports seek to create the Impression that
there has been littia responss among the
mnasnes tn the plan for a genern]l strike as
a preliminary to a universal uprising. Ths
applieation of the old methods, the govern-
ment  confidently asserts, han  already
Ianded the most dangerous of the leaders
behind the bars and much stress is Iaid on
the Importance of the capture of & number
of revolutionary ring leaders at Moscow,
which it turns out was the result of Infor-
mition obtained at the time of the capturs
of tha ofMcers of the MIsIA here. Among
the papers then salzed, the mOVernmant
claimse, were the completa plans of & revo-
utionary milithry organization which ena-
hied the authorities tn close ths revolu-
tionary channels Into the army.

For Effect Abroad.

The government's sudden access of optl-
mism, however, I8 in reality traceabls to
the caonsternation over the disastrous fall
in Russian sccurities at home and abroad,
The one thing which the governmant can-
not do without is money, and whatlever the
rexponss to the outlawed Parliamént's ap-
peal to the peopla to refusas to any longer
pay taxes, the whole future dspends upon
the abllity of the government to sontinue
Its foreign loan operations, The second In-
stallment of the big loan negotiated prior
to the assembling of Parliament is dus
August 1 and the nutlook In Russian has
frightaned the holders into refusing to pay
in any further cash.

The situation has evidently enused quite
as much alarm among the financléers who
underwrote the loan abroad as It has at
the treasury here. Finance Minister Ko-
koveoff has besn bombarded by telegrams
from French, Engliah and Germany bank-
ers, urging on him the necessity of sup-
porting the market, This accounts for
the activity of tha govéernment bankers
in bidding up prices on the Bourss hera
and at Mowscow yesterday, an well as for
the rosy view of tha future seént abroad
by the Ofcinl Telegruph ngency last night
under M. Kokoveoff's inspiration.

Evaption Is Imminent.
