In the atriet sense of the term, but
its effect would be the same,

Acting on the "hunch,” the jobbers are
becoming wvery careful about selling to
othere than retallers, and some have gone
80 far as to refuse to sell goods to thelr
own employes, who heretofore have hein
privileged to buy groceriea for themselves
at the same prices paid by the retallers
The employes, suddenly coafronted by an
incremsed cost of living are In (ll-humor,

“Im It true you have threatened to boy-
cott the jobbers?' was asked of leryl
Fisacher, wecrotary of the Omaha Retall |
Grocers’ ansociation,

“Mo," wsald Mr. Flacher, "but we told
them o get out of the retall business or
woe will met dnto the wholesale business.
We hope the warning will be effective. It
l& not an 1dle threat, elther, as 1 belleve
the grocers of the clty could organise a
wholesale business which would make
money for liself and for the Individual re-
tall houses. But It Ia not Nkely we will
do anything in this line If the Jobbers treat
un right.

Too Muoh Rooseveltianism,

“wWhy should you object to the wholesnle
howse melling groceries to Its employea™
waa asked Mr. Plshor.

"It I8 surprising how large familles the
employes have,”” he sald. "To judge by
the amount of groceries they buy from the
jobbers, there In not one of them but could
fulfill President Roosovelt's highest ideal
as u perpetuator of the raoe. We would
have not the slightest objection to letting
the employe buy groceries for his own
home, If it would stop there. But each
man has about three aunts, four brothets
and five cousing, nll of them with familiea,
and he buys at wholesals prioes for the
whole bunch. We lhave unearithed a case
whare o mun had s wagon to dallver his
goods at the varlous housts, and 1t.is
proesumed he got a commission from each
family for which he bought.

“The practios s a nulsance to the jJob-
bers, And 1 am sure they will help us
eradicats It."

Mr. Fisher told of one case where the
manager of' a . business house which em-
ploys n large number of men had the
nerve to make a list of its employes, take |
it to a grocery houss and ank the latter
to sell groceries at Jobbing prices to all
named in the list. Not walting to see
whether the grocery firm would necede or
not, the retall grocers ralsed such a storm
of protest that the sohame was Immediately
killed.
