Women to Employ Indostrial Exhibita for
Education of Publio Opinicn.

CLUBS ENLISTED INWORK FOR PROTECTION

Aldeguate Appropriation by Congress
for Inveatigation Into Industrial
Conditlons of Women and
Children the Goal,

The Federation Bulletin, official organ of
the General Fedemtlon of Women's Clubs,
in its May number editorinlly calls upm
the club women of the land to assist in an
education of publle opinlon that will make
it Impossilile for congress to longer |gnore
the carcleasness that anmunlly results in
such appalling loss of life or permansent
maiming of men, women and olildren in our
Ameriean industries, Attentison s oalled to
an exhibition of safety appliances recently
held In New York, whieh might be amployed
for tha protection of life apd limb In the
Industries and transportation. Bince the
New York exhibit Industrial exhibitions
have all partaken more or less of the lat-

to the exhibite on Industrial and sanitary
conditiona. These exhibita are Intemded to

enll attention to the reckless waste of life
mttendant upon American Industries The
nealdents alone nre estimated at over halt
n million annually and most of them are
proventabde. ‘“This exceeds the total of all

othier nations combined,” says the Bulle-
tin, “and shows beyond the possiblifty of
the contempt In which hua-

contmdicition
man lfe |8 held In thie country

“When it {8 remembered that In all this
list of 500,000 nccldents a very large propor-
I tion tall upon helpless women and children,
| 'thes real charaeter of this movement lu re-
venled nt o glance. No amount of argu-
| ment or smooth glossing oan obscure the
; point of such & state of affalrs. BEveryons
living in this year of grace can testify that,
whon these facta were presented to our
congress last winter It was found to be Im-
posaible to secure thelr attention. All that
wns nsked wns n small approprintion in
order to obtnin an Investigation of the in-
Austrial condition of the 5,000,000 wage-earn-
rlm_z women of the country. The bill was
| passed without an appropriation, with the
| Intenitlon of killing it; but a small sum
was secured ot the last moment through the
Department of Commerce and Labor, and
it wha secursed by indirection and In spite
| of the opposition of the majority,

“'he materinls of which these exhibits
are composed are very portahie and nothing
is easler than to convey them from clty
to elty until the entire country has seen
them and has been awakensd. It ls not
nocessary to explain to any one whnt hap-
pens when the Ameriean people becoma
fully awakensd to the faot that a need-
less, shameful and Inhumanly oruel form
of tyranny ia snfely ensconced and pro-
teoted beneath the folds of our fias.

It Is evident that the woman's clubs
have never found a more fruitful fleld
for thelr activity than is offered here. It
{a botter than argument, it 18 hetter than
nppoals. - It is the simple presentation of
the cold facts, a= they aro marshalled by
boards of health and exparts whose testi-
mony I8 founded upon actual investigation,
and that, too, with the Indorsement of
state legisiatures and state and clty com-
missjons of all kinds. If there Is anything
which an Americnn respects it is fact, and
hera are the fucts in a form which it is
imposaible to parry or to evade*

SEARS DISMISSES FITCH CASE

Closely Contested Sult for Fees In
Stricken from Doocket by
Judge.

Judge Roars yvesterday afternoon poremp-
torlly Adlsmiesed the sult of F. W, Fitch
againat Euvelld Martin, administrator of tha
estate of Robert Majors. The dlamissal
wns over tha protests of Fltch’'s attor-
neya, who doclared the actlon was unwar-
rantad iIn law and contrary to the mandate
of the supreme court, which had direoted
the case be tried to A Jury. The action
wos token on Flich's motion to transfer
the caso from Judge Bears' docket to one
of the other judges.

At the Ilast trial of the case before Judge
Boars he dismissed the jury before the
enge hnd been submitted, alleging that the
recard had been changed, Under his di-
| rection a contempt case and a case for
| disharment were flled agninst Fitch. The
| eontempt case has beon submitted to Judge
Kennedy, but has not been decided., The
dighprment cass has not heen tried,

In dismissing the casp Judge Searm re-
ferrnd to the contempt and the disbarment
canes and the choarges of tampering with
the records upon which they are based,
He msald In view of the previous history
of the case he would wipe it off the docket,

Byron G. Burbank. attorney for Ritch,
protested asminst this action
| It wasg contrary to the mandate of the su-
preme court after the firet trial of the case,
which directed that the case should be tried
10 & jury. ‘It had been tried thme times,
| but mistrials had resulted in onch in-
stoneg. At the first trinl Flteh reesived a
Judgment for §600, at the pecond the jury
diengreed and at the third Judge Sears
{ digcharged the Jury. Mr. Burbank con-

tended the casme now stands as it stood im-
| mediately after the wmandote was
He malntalned the position of the court
wns without nuthority In law or fact. Me
polnted out that the charges against Fitch
]wnre ks yet only charges und had not boen
proven. Elght of ‘the eleven juraoras he
sald had testified thers was no change In
the record snd five other persons had satd
the same. He sald Judge Bears differed
from the other witnesses In what tho
change was, He contended that even |f
the charges had been proven nelther the
contempt nor the disbarment case could
enter into the present one

Judge Soars responded that under the
elroumstances he thought he would be jus.
tfed In dismisaing the case and ordered
it stricken from the docket.

iant, water company had
arted jn good faltn throughout the entire
matter He went inte the law features of

the case at considerable length mnd quoted
numerous authorities In support of his ar-
