At the opealug of the trial toduy Judge
Wood directed the presecuting attorney of J
Ada county to lovestigate the ciroumetances
under whioch Harry O.chard was tnur-‘
viswed for publication yesterday with a
viow of ascertalning whether there had
been any attempt to lnflgenoe the jurors in
the oass and take ai'y steps be found clr-
cumastances to warrwnt In drawing atten-
tion to the matter Judge Wood asked coun-
sal If they ocould offer any wuggestions as
to the duty of the court. Mr. Richardson
vigoroualy denounced the incident as & de-
lberate attempt to Influence prospective
jurors, suggssted by the disclosure of preju-
dioe against Harry Orohard and his testi-
mony and inspired by Governor Gooding.
Mr. Darrow took the same ground and sug-
gested that Governor Gooding be cited for
contempt.
