CATTLE There were no cattle of any
Importance here today, tha market as usual
on a Baiuraay Being very pooriy supplied.
The Intervention of a holiday In the middle
of the week, as usual cut down the receipts
very materially, so that the total nas oeen
very small as compared with previous
weeks. On the other hand, as compared
with a year ago. there waa not so much
difference.

Under the influence of the more moderate
receipts cattle advanced rapidly during the
first half of the week and are at the close
safely &iiQc higher than one week ago.
1 he general run or pretty lair to good cat
tle have advanced only about 26c. but some
of the less desirable grades which suffered
the most decline tha week Deiore nave
shown more gain than this, the advance on
that kind amounting in some cases to ruiiy
40c. The market, aa a whole, has been In a
very satisfactory condition, the trade on
most days being reasonably active at cur
rent prices. There is a consuming demand
of fair proportions and the future of the
market is apparently dependent entirely
upon the supply of cattle. Aa the trade
cenerally is looking for only moderate re
ceipts th.e remainder 01 tne corn-ie- o aeason,
a fairly zood market la antlclDated.

The cow and heifer market continued
about the same all the week. Packers be-
ing out of the market, left the demand very
limited and mora or leas uncertain. Aa a
result there waa hardly enough doing to
really call It a market, and hence It would
be a difficult matter to quote It either
higher or lower.

At the present writing prospects are very
favorable for the speedy settlement of the
Question in dispute between packers and
commission men. A Joint meeting of pack
ers and representatives or tha different ex
changes was held In Chicago Friday, at
which terms of settlement were sgreed
upon. It only 'remains now for the different
exchangee to ratuy tne terms ot agreement.
A meeting ror that DurDose nas neen ar
ranged for Monday afternoon. Until every
thing la definitely settled the only safe not
icy for shippers Is to hold back their cow
stun

Quite a number of atockers and feeders
were received during the early part of the
week and the trade on that kind of cattle
was slow and weak, owing to the fact that
the demand, as usual this month, waa lim-
ited. In fact, very lltlo activity Is antlcl
pated for the feeding division until range
cattle begin coming rreeiy.

HOGS There was no very great change
In the hog market today but such change
as there waa was on the side of better
prices The market mlglit be. described
as opening a little stronger than yester
day closing slow and easier. The bulk
of the hogs sold at $5.77H4j6.8ZH as agalnst- -

$5.77to42o.HU yesterday, in other worda there
were a few more hogs at the upper prices
toaay.

Tiie market during the first half of the
week went down hill rapidly and while
there was aome little recovery yesterday
and today, the market at the cloae of the
week Is still right at 12 Vic lower than It
was one week ago.

demand coming from shorts. The: close
was weak. September opened MHc
lower at 97i&9?ic. sold off to 96Ho and
closed at VfjHUt. Clearancoa of wheat
and flour were equal to 116,000 bu'.' Primary
receipts were 654,000 buy compared with
417,000 bu, the corresponding day a year
ago. Minneapolis. Duluth and Chicago re-
ported receipts of 4H8 cars, against 3&9 cars
Inst week and 244 cars a year ago.

The corn market was a trifle easier at
the opening, because of lower cables,
favorable weather for the growing crops
and the slump In wheat. The market soon
rallied on good demand by cash houses
and continued strong the remainder of the
day. The close was strong. September
opened H'dVic lower at 54lVafi4c, advanced
to and closed at 65H 'w561ic. Local
receipts were 157 cars, with 93 cars of con
tract grade. '

and held strong. Demand urgent all day
and was brought out chiefly by the large
number of reporta which were received
telling of the poor condition of the new
crop.
