BUTHERLAND, July 20, —(S8peoial.)—The
news of the sudden death of Willlam A.
Puxton, ar., was récelved hera yosterday
4 mormming with profound sorrow, for the
early history and subsequent development
of Lincoln ecounty is clossly allled with
the nahe of Willlam A. Paxton, who has
done more to develop the agrioultural and
stock Intgrests of the county than any
one other man. The town of Paxton,
twelve milea west of hite was named in
Hin honor, and his land holdings amount
to many hundred ncres. The famous Key-
stone ranch, northwest of here, compris
Ing many thousand mores of choles gras-
Ing and hay Jland was owned by him and
presented to hin mon a few vears since
It is cansldersd ona of tha mofdal mock
ranches of Nebraska The land just south
of this town was ut!llssd by him in Oecto-
ber, 1860, ta ecut hay from for the govern-
ment soldiers stationed just mouth of town
to protect the pack trains from the de-
predations of the Biloux Indlans and
“BIII" Paxton as he was famillarly known,
wis a familiar figure on the, then, aparkely
matiled piaine.

Colonel John A. Kelth, who has an ex-
tenalve horfe and eattle ranch fust south
of town and one of Lincoln county's moat
noted citizens, who just returned from
Omaha this mornipg, was an  Intimats
friend of Mr. Pexton, and when infogmed
of his death was deoply affected. He mald:

While 1 am not surprised, I am desply
pained, far the world never held a nobler
fellow than Wllliam A. Paxton., It was
only a day or two ago that he and 1T sat
for several hoturs In the Omaha Elks club
and chatted over the days gone by.

Lincoln county owes much of (ts progress
to him and he will be sorely missed.
