There
are about a dozen rolls of sixth century
Greek papyri. They Include twenty-fiv- e

leaves of apocryphal sayings of Christ In
a, coptlc translation of a lost Greek
original, of which previously only thirteen
leaves were known, twelve of them being
In the national gallery at Paris and one
at Berlin. The discovery also Includes
parts of gospels of St. Matthew, St. Mark
and St. Luke In Greek.
