John and Ameleck Brooks, brothers, con-
victed of “murder and sentenced to be
hanged at Irfonton, Mo, on July 35 were
shown clemency by Governor Folk, who
today commuted thelr sentences to life Im-
prisonment Pardon Clerk Spead Moaby
In recommending to the governor that
clemency be shown (o Barrington, the
Brooks brothers, and Willlam Bpaugh, un
der sentence to be hangsd at Centerville
on July 3, and Tom Clay, & negro, sen-
tenced to be hanged at Columbia on July
25, stated In his recommendation that sts-
timica show hanging does not met as a
deterrant to capital crime snd asserted a
Close study of the statlutes would reveal
that the state itself Is gullty of murder
when It moves premeditatedly and dalib-
erately against a man's lfe. The governor
has nol announced his decision concerning
