The board of visitors to the Military
academy at West Polnt |s unhappy, to
say the least, in its cholee of words In
making certain recommendations for
the lmprovement of conditlons at the
institution, After reviewing the
douree of study at the academy and
calling attention to the fact that the
studies are too technliceal, the board
concludes 1t report with the state-
ment that the graduate of the West
Poiut Institution ‘“‘should be an all-
around educated gentleman."

The Inference, if not the insinua-
tlon, s that the present army officer
graduated from West Polnt {s not “an
all-around educated gentleman,” and,
of course, if the: officer's aeducation Ia
fncomplete, as the board Inslsts |t
muet be under existing conditions, he
i not “an all-around gentleman."”
The report will come as something of
a surprige to the general publle, w;hlvh
has long held the convietion that the
syetem of education at West Point was
such as to complete the education of
the officer, In addition to glving him
a #pecial tralning In the art of heing
‘‘a gentieman,” with an acute sense of
honor. But the board's findings s
apt to renew the old discussion as to
what constitutes “a gentieman” and
what kind of an education is really
necessary to eguip a first-class fighter,
Many of the old-time heroes, some of
them graduates from West Point,
would hardly have met the require-
ments exacted by the visitors’ board,
but they knew the art of war. It Ia
probable that the course of study at
West Point needs attention and re-
vision by #akilled educators, but the
pregent board of visltors has not
gshown any indlcations of being equal
to the task.

Army officers ahould be, and usually
men of Intelligence and trained
in thelr art. The complalnt made by
the board of visitors that the course
of study {8 too technical may be well
founded. It is asserted that Weat
Polint, instead of belng a mlilitary
school, has become a technical school
and the demands upon the students
made 80 burdensome that many fall
out of the classes entirely, while an
fnereasing number 18 required to take
an extra year to finish, This evil
should, of eourse, be remedied, but
the cadets are educated for a special
purposé and this purpose should not
be lost sight of by glving the students
an education that would differ, in no
material respect, from that obtalned
in any of the unlversities of the
country.

The fact that it is the Southern rail-
way and its officials that will have to
bear the brunt of the fracas In North
Carolina will probably prevent any
sympathy from being wasted on the
vietims.
