First Vielence at Chicage.

The first vielence In the telegraph opera-
tors’ strike In Chicago occurred early to-
day, when & clerk In the maln oMeces of
the Postal Telegraph company was As-
sauited and knocked down in Clark strest,
botwean Monroa and Adams sireets, as he
was on his way home from work. He was
going north on the west slde of Clark
streot, when two men, who, he declared,
had been following him, came out of on
alley and attacked him. He was struck on
the back of the head and knocked down

west in the alley.

The clerk, who refused to give hism namea,
overtook Policeman O'Hare and reported
the assault to him and also telephoned a
warning to thé employes who ware atill
at thelr posts in the Postal office. O'Hare
nceompanied the man to the Postal bulld-
ing and made a search for his assallants,
whioh proved fruitless.

Will Canault In New Tork Temorrew.

NEW YORK, Aug. 10.—-A strike of the
1,000 tolographera In New York In sympathy
with the Chicage wsirike |8 to be consldered
at & mesting called for tomorrow. Preal-
dent Ahocarn of the looal aald early today:

“It ' likely that New York will be In-
volved in the strike. The unlon has done
all In its power to prevent a stifke, bu! tho
company has not acted farily. 1 think the
strike will become general throughout the
country.”’
