TAYLOR OFFERS TO RETURN

Former Governor of Hentucky Will-

ing to Stand Trial Under Cer-
tain Conditions.
INDIANAPOLIS, Ind, Aug. 20.—William
f. Taylor, former governor of Kentuckr,
whose extradition has been sought by the
suthorities of that state since the sasassl-
nation of Governor Willlam Goebel, seven
years ago, tonight gave out & signed state-
ment which he says ls the first public state.
ment he has made since leaving his nstive
state.

He first dlssects the promise of lmmunity
sald to have been offered him recently
ahould he testify In the Powers case and
then makes a proposition to the Kentuoky
suthoritles to return to his home swals and
stand trial on the charge agalnst himself,
if granted certaln guarantees. The state-
ment says: “For more then seven years 1
have borne In silence the slanders and
persscutions of thoss who robbed me of
what heaven knows was my own, and who,
to copteal that orime against liberty and
for no other reason, Indicted and drove
me Into exile. I trust an Indulgent public
will permit ms now to Ureak that silence.

“Commonwealth Attorney Robert B
Franklin knows that 1 have fully testified
in the Powers cass by deposition. This
testimony is & part of the record In the
case and s socosalble to him at all times
He knows, too, that he had a right (o
croas-examihe me at the tims that'l gave
i, and_d4id not do so. He knows that
nalther ha nmor any other officer, or com-
bination of offieprs in Kentucky has the
lagal power (o grant such Lmmunity, and
that wers 1 to return under such promise
of Immunity I would at once be arrested,
denled bail and, lke Mr Powers, be sub-
Jected o pething less than & mock trial
by & partlsan court, before & packad,
partisah jury and with a 500,000 corruption
fund as & powerful incentive te conviction.
The luw {s glsar that Mr Franklin, or any
other officer, hea no power to promise
tmmunity.

“But inasmuch ss Mr. Prankiln abounds
In propositions snd promises, and seems
enamored of the 1dea that he oan Ao things,
I will say this: If hs will fn some way,
provide an absolute guaranty—not mersly
A promise—a guarenty that will insplire
confidence of mensible, lovel-headed mon, a
Suaranly the spirit of which may not be
violated though the letter be absolved, that
I will be given & falr and Impartial trinl,
1 will gludly return to Kentucky and sub-
mit to triai

“In other words If Mr

Frankiin will

cause what remains of the $100,000 corrup-
tlon fund to be returned to the treasury
of Kentucky, no part of it to be used In
the prosecution, thus putting my oase on
the same footing as other oriminal cases;
will guarantes that all trial juries In my
case shall be composed of six upright demo-
crata and a llke number of upright repub~
licans; will guarantes that bail will be
granted me within the limits of $100,000¢
will dismisa the Indictments against all
parties used as prosecuting witnesses, ex-
cept mywself, leaving them free to testify
without fear, coarcion or restraint, and,
last, but by no means least, will, In ad-
vance, by mutual agreement, select an able
upright and impartial judge to try my
case, 1 will without any promise of im-
munity, voluntarily and gladly return to
Kentucky, not only to testify in the Powers
case, but to submit mywsslf to trial before
a jury of my native state,"

OYBETER BAY, Aug. 3W-The Atlantio
battleship flest will start for the Pueifio
naxt December, sccording to an offioial
statement fssved tonight by Bearetary
Loeb, at the direction of President Roose-
wvelt, The statement was mads following
s conference this afternoon betweean the
president and representatives of the Navy

depariment. It follows:

“A conference this aftermoon between
President Roossvell, Assistant BSeoretary
of the Navy Newberry, Rear Admiral
Brownson, chief of the bureau of navign-
tion, and Rear Admiral Evana, commander
of the Atlentlo fleet, wans held Lo decide
some of tho detalls In connection with the
fissls golng to the Pacific. The fleet will
consist of sixteen battleships and will start
some time In December, going through the
straits of Magellan and up to Ban Fran-
cisco, and will probably also wvisit Puget
Bound. The quastion of the route by which
it will retorn has not yel been decided

The destroyer flotilla will leave for the
Pacific about the same time as the foet,
but will not accompany It."

Five hundred
thousand dollars was transferred to Chi-
cago and anothor §600,000 to Ban Francisco,
Becrotary of the Treasury Cortelyou an-
pounced today A new plan of depositing
government funds Ih New York, Boston and
other cities to afford rellef to the monay
market in the approaching crop movement
period. Becretary Cortelyou will, com-
mencing next week, pilace each week at
such points In the cpuntry as he shall
denignate government funds to such an
amount #s he deemy sufficlent to prevent
an acute monetary stringency and pos-
sible panle when t/ie demand for money |s
greatest at the helght of the crop move-
ment.

The plan for Anancial reliefl was made
known today In the following officinl state-
ment to the Associated Press:
Becretary Cortelyou announced today
that beginning with next week the Treas-
ury department will make each week for
a period of not less than five wecks de.
