the veteran packer of Chicagn, who died
AL his home at A& o'clock yesterday morn-
ing. Nelson Morris had no direct intéresix
In South Omaha, It s likely that he owns
somie shares In all of tha joval institu-
tlona, but has no control otherwise In any
of them. One buyer hss been on the
Bouth Omaha market pariodically and pur-
chased for shipment to Chicago. J. l.
Paxton sald yesterday: “Bo far as any
personal influence |Is concerned Nelaon
Morrts i almost unknown in South Omaha
Of course his name ds familiar and many
Invitations had been extended In past yoars
to Induce him to come to this market and
establiah a branch ofMce, butl his Interests
have been directed alsewhere. The firm
has always been looked upon as a strong
competitor of the otheér nstitutions in
Chicngn, and 1t has been agreed If he
came hers It would strengthen the South
Omaha market to & great extent.”

Peter Mitchell, one of the ploneer cattle
men of South Omaha, was a personal friend
of Nelson Morris when both of them were

speculatoras in Chicago Mitchell in re-
tired from business now und #till owns
conslderable property In Bouth Omaha. He

has often told of hin friendship with Mor-
rin Lass than a month ago he visited
Chicago and one of the most pleasant viaits
of the time he spent In the cliy was with
hir 0ld friend. According to Mr. Mitchell,
Nelson Morrls was not the originnl name
of the grest packer, but on his arrival from
Bohemin he ason made up his mind that
| he never would succeed with the absolulély
unpronouncable name of his fathers. 8o
with thrift and forethought he selected
| the plain, easy name of Nelson Morris and
had the legnl steps taken which made It
his by right. PFrom the time of the change
of name, says bls old friend Mitchell, Nel-
son Morris began to succeed, Flrt he
speculated on the mArket. buving and sell-
ing eattle. Later he established one of
the first packing houses of Chicego. Mr.
Mitchell says Mortis never changed from
| the old-time simplicity of his life when he
hecame immensely wealthy, He never car-
ried much money with him and often bor-
rowed small sums on thelr outings through
the city. “Walking down ths slreets, he
would say, ‘Pete. lend me u half I'm
broke.”" He never falled to return the loan
with generous interest to hin old triend
No one will ragret tha death of Nelson
Morris mors than Peter Mitehell of South

Omaha. In later years Morrix was nol o
acllve on the

Chicago market, and but
very few of the younger men Knew him
