NEW YORK, Bept. 11—The giant tur-
bine Lauaftanin of the Cunard line eame
into port today on ita malden voyage with
B new record of 5 dayz and B4 minutes
betwoon Queenstown and New York. The
Lusitania falléd to lower the hourly speed
average of 30 knots made by the Kalser
Wihholm II of the North German Lloyd
line. though It coversd the distance be-
twoen porta In an average of 301 knots,
which s p record for malden voyages
Captaln Watt sald that when the time
somes for record making, after ita machin.
ery In In thorough order,
will be the empresa of the seas.

The Lusitania, the Ilargest ship afioat
was given 4 royal wicome on (ts arrival
here todday and It wias a continual ovation
from the Ume It spéd past the Bandy
Hook light wveasel and made It way
through the Ambrgse channel, the first
ocean veasel to enter the new fair way,
until 1t was cafely warped Into it dock.
The Lucania of the Cunard line fleet, which
salled from Quéenstown agboul #&n hour
ahead of the newent slilp of the fleet, wan
still unreported at the Sandy Hook Hght
vessel at 2 b'clock this afternoon, =ix
hourn after the Lasitania had passed. 1t
passod Nantucket at 11:47 o, m. and will
reach New York al 7:30 », m. 8aturday.

Lusitanin Not Pushed,

The Lusitanla was never pushed to
top speed during Lhe entire voyage, ae-
cording (o its oMeers. It encountered
pleasant weather from port to port and
arrived here almost at the hour designated
b the directors of the Cunard line. K. H.
Cunard, director of the lne, who miade
the trip over, sald: “The engines of the
Lusitania worked perfectly and notl once
during the entire trip was the ship slowed
down. The Cunard people are more than
satinfad. What this ship will do In the
future may be judged from what K has
already done. No ship makes Its best
time on Its malden voyage. As to the pe-
ports that the ship was dolayed by green
#stokers I know nothing. 1 shail make no
suggestions for any changea In the Man-
tanin, the aister ship of the Lusitania,
whigh probably will make its malden voy-
age In October. We had two days of in-
tormittent fog and one day partly fogey.”

Vernpon H, Brown, Amerioan representa-
tive Of the, Cunard lde, sald: ""The Lausl-
tanin burned considerably less than 1,000
tons of oconl & day In making 1 knota
‘fhe engines worked perfectly and thera
was not & hot bearing during the antire
trip. When going at high speed the screwe
made 186 revolutions a minute.

Records of Ocean Trips,

Bixty-one years ago the litile steamship
Europs of the Cunsard line, with its old-
fashioned engines, crossed the Atlantle
from Liverpool to New York in 11 days and
8 houra. lta performance was heralded to
the four gquarters of the earth, for the
Buropa had broken the record of 1444 daym,
made by Lhe steamer CGrealt Western eight
years before, In 158 With the Europa's
voyage bogan the lasting contest for the
supremacy of the sea, which lias led to
the building of the fleet Lusitania.

The Lucania's record of five days, seven
hours and twenty-three minutes, made from
Queenstown to New York in 184, was not
broken until the Lusitania arrived today.
The Lucania on that trip made an average
speed of 1.0l Xnots over a course of 1,719
milen.  While the Lucania was holding
the Queenstown record the North German
Lloyd and American lines began to battle
for the western record from BSouthampton
to New York, which was held for three
years belween 1888 and 18M by the steam-
ships Paris, New York and 8t, Paul of the
American line. The Bt. Paul in 184 made
the voyage from Bouthampton to New York
& distance of 3,060 miles In six days and
thirty-one minutes

Then the North .verman Lloyd company
put over the Kalser Wilhelm Der Grosse, the
first of the greater ocean steamships now
traversing the Allantic and the new vessel
ln 1807 bhecame the marine wonder of the
world, when i hung ap & record or five
days, twenly-two hours and thirty-five
minut-s from Boulhampton to New York.
‘The big Kalser, as It Ia familiarly called In
shipping clreles, created a new record In
140, when It steamed from Cherbouryg.
France, to New York, a distance of 8060
miies in five days, eighteen hours ahd Af-
teon minutes. This record was lowered In
the same yedr by Lhe Kilser to fiva days,
seventoun hours and thirty-seyvom minutes.
The Hamburg-American line captured the
biue trophy of the sea from its rival In
180, with the steamnship Deutschiand, which
made the distance from Cherbourg (o New
York In fve days, twelve hours and
twenty-nlpe minutes. The Deutschland
lkwerod s own record by six minutes In
WL The Kron Prine Wilhelm, the new
ship of the North German Liloyd line,
alipped across the Atlantle In 182 in five
dayw, eloven hours and Nfiy-seven minutes,
which was the banner record until the next
year, when the Deutsghland again wrested
the honors as the (astest ship afloat hy
slipping off three minutes from the record
time of the Kron Pring Wilhelm. The
Deutschland made on this remarkable
Voyage an average speed of 215 knots.
