“The, organization has dons remarkably
well,” sald Mr. Penfold. "In 1904 we bought
the don at & price of LY. We have
since pald off the mortgnge we placed on
it and have spent S50 in Improvements

“To the den we largely owe our suc-
oess. The other mo#t potent factor toward
success has been the carmival, which has
bean held for sevan years now. Outsids
of the den, there ls no bullding in the
city large enough fer the initiations and
the manufacturs of the floats, except the
Auditorium, and It has (o be used for
other things. Omnly in the den could we
have accommodated such a crowd as we
had Wednesday night at the last initintion

of the season, or Monday night, when
Governor Blheldon wan hers. Without the
den we never would have had as large

membership. In my travels east and west
I have seen no organization of similar na-
ture as well equipped In this respect as
we are,

““The carnival j8 expected to make up the
deficit on parade, for never do the sub-
scriptions of the business men for the
parades squal the expenses of the pureants
If the Bomrd of Governors had to die all
tha money for the parades out of the
publle I'm afrald Ak-Sar-Ben's celebrations
would languish.

“Look over the reports for the last two
¥years and you will find the receipts of the
carnival each year have been approxi-
mately §20,000, while the expenses of the
carnival have been £10,000, leaving the snug
sum of §10.000 to apply on other expenses.
Look over the reports for the other years
since the carnlval came Into existence and
you will find that the profits on the earni-
val are enough to make up for the deflolt
In the parade fund. 8o you see the carni-
val Is the maln thing, from the standpoint
of the treasury.

"Our blggest year was 194, when the
memberahip was 2150 and total recelpls
between $55,000 and 300 Our biggest

profit was In 1908, when we had $10,000 left
to start the next year, The lightest year,
If I remember correctly, was 1307, when we
had only 68 members and recelpts were
something over $18,000. That was before
we had the carnival. The least proflt was
made In 1908, when we had $11.69 left after
debls were pald. Btill, It was one of the
most successful years In the history of
the organization, for it Is not the purposs
to make money.”

Honolula Hotel Keepers HKnow a
Good Thing and Fash 1t te
the Limit,

Under the amendment to the immigration
law passed by the United Btates congresa,
it s now Impossible for Japanese immi-
grants to go from the Hawallan Islands
lo the American mainland unless they have
passports issued by the Jaupanese govern-

mont. These "through' passports are not
now belng issued by that government.
The result of this is that the stream of

Japanese coolls laborers, which only a
short tme ago had been passing through
Honolulu to the citles on the Pacific coast
of the United BSistes, was bottled up in
that place, and no outlet for it was appar-
ent. There are many thousands of these
coolles in the Hawulian islands, and each
steamer froin the orient adds to the num-
ber.

No people were more concerned about
the financia! results of the United States
government shutting down on the lmmi-
gration of the Japanese into the American
mainland than the Japanese hotel und
boarding house keepera in Honolulu. They
have made much money out of the crowds
of Japanese passing through, but their
business sucoess depended on their koeping
the stream moving in and out, and the
United States government’'s action caused
congestion and left them to deal with the
situation presented by thousands of immi-
granis into Honolulu and no smigratiou
possible.

These hotel keepers are well organized
und they applisd themselves to the prob-
lemn, on the solution of which their bumsi-
ness depended for success. A combinatlon
was effected between thelr orgonisation
and some Honolulu lawyers, and the eml-
gration of the Japancse 0 Canada was
decided on. Even in the Hawalian !s-
lunds themselves the Infux of Japanese haa
beenn so great that they have practically
controlied the Industrial situstion and the
large employers of labor have therefore
found It necessary to offset this Japanese
predominance.

This has been done by bringing large
numbers of Burcpean immigrants from
Spaln and Portugal and giving them homes
and emuployment on the sugar pluntations,
It Is sald that hundreds of theusunds of
dollars bave been cxpended in this move-
ment.

It will be seen, therefore, that even in
the labor market in the islands the new
arrivals from Japan found no opportunity
for employment, and those who were oon-
cerned In thelr ability Lo make & livell
hood were greatly perplexed. Canada
seemed to offer the only outlet for this
mass of unemployed humanity and it was
docided to utilize it to the fullest extent
that was possible. The tales of high wages
and ample employment, together with
vibher opportunitiea for industrious and
energetic immigrants which has been told
about the United Btates were now used
in the same way lo regerd to Canada.

It s not surprising that these holel keep-
I8 Wers cager o prevent Lhe collapse
of this continantal lmmigration and emigra-
tion of Japanese In the Hawallan lsiands,
They stay there & few wooks, lning the
' pockets of thelr hosts, then go on,
to ba replaced by thousands more of thair
| countrymen. Oaly lack of transportation
| from the islands prevented the schems
being developed sooner, and it is estimated
that from 1200 Lo L6 coolies & month
oould be dumped into Canada without 4im.
culty, & socon a8 & steamer oould be e
sured —Baltluicee American,

Uniess you spoxke with the chiidren 1t
would be diMcoult to tell how well they
can talk, Misp Garrett allowed the guesta
to oconverse with the chlldren wfter the
eXeri Woere over, and when one wWoman
Aasked a littie boy 10 years old how he
managed to talk, he replied, readily:

‘1 wateh your mouth. ‘We are trained
o know whal you are saylog, althougn
we cunnot hear, Every muscle of the
face means & sort of signal to us. That
is how we can speak with you."”
