Charles H. Huber, purveyor of meal

tormer councilman and democralic boas of |

tha Firat ward, yesterday carried out his
throat and through provisions of the lowa
mulet law placed padiocks on the doors of
the Manhattan saloon at 48 West Dread-
way conducted by H. Larpen, ‘

Judge Mary on the peiition of Huber a
few days ago lssued a permanont injunction
against the Manhattan saloon, the order of
"abatament” belng also against the bulld-
Ing, but 1t was not untll Betarday morn-
ing that the papers were turned over to
Bheriff Canning to carry into effect. Armed
with the papers bearing the oficial signa-
ture of Judge Macy, Deputy Bheriffs
Groneweg andd McCaffery swooped down
upon the saloon, but Propristor Larsen
had had s “'premonition” that Huber and
his attormmey, W. M. Ware, Intended to get
busy, and he sucoeedad in removing a con-
slderable portion of the stock of liquor from
the place hefore the arrival of the officers.

Not only had most of the llquo? been re-
moved, ‘but Proprietor Larsen had closed
the place by the time the deputy sheriffa
reached the place., Deputy Sheri? Grone-
weg at once took pomsession of the place
and placed his ofMolal seal on the doors of
the saloon after placing such llguor ns wan
found there In a convenient pince. No of-
fort was made yemterday to remove the
cowstly fixturesa which were Inatalled but a
Httle over & year ago. It was stated that
the Axtures would be pried loose from
thelr moorings and removed Monday when
competent men could be secured to per-
form thin work.

Although the order of “abutement” i
aguinst the bullding thers la a question as
to whather Judge Macy's order was in-
tended to apply to the restaurant at tha
rear of the saloan and the rooma on the Bec-
ond floot.
Macy on this point the deputy sheriffe did
not yeslerday interfere with any of ths
bullding e¢xcept that used for the saloon.

The Manhattan bullding has its own eiec-
tric plant in the basement and the fixtures
in tha saloon are of & mos coslly character,
Under the order of the court the fNxtures
must not enly bé removed. but be sold by
the sheriff, The order of "abatement” pro-
hibits the conducting of a saloon In the
building within one year from the date of
the execution of the judgment.
