Printed coples are belpg
malled 1o all health officers and physi-
clana and they amount (0 & complets re-
writing of the rulea. Many new rules are
added and Iin these the state board here-
after requires thal every city and township
shall have a manitary police officér who
must vislt every quarantined premises at
least onee In each twenty-four hoven. The
most drastic néw rules are an follows:

Bpltting on the sirest of)in kny public
place anywhere In the state 1n abeolutely
praohiblited.

No person afflicted with tuberculosis is
to be allowed to teach or atlend school or
be employed In any hotel, restaurant, de-
partment 2tore, meat market, theater, rall-
road traln, church or any place where the
public gathers.

No second hund clothing, furniture or
books can be pold without first having
boen thoroughly fumigated and disinfecisd
under the direct supersdion of a health
officer.

No child with ftoh or vermin will be al-
lowed to attend any school and the teacher
or principal is held responsible for such
casen in the school

Before a quarantine can be raised the
Bealth ofMcer must see Lthat all Ales. rats
and mice aboul the premines are Killed and
that all pot animals about the plave ars
thoroughly washed and fumigated.

County superintendents, principals and
superintendents of schools are required to
repoft Lo the health oMeaer If they suspect
any teacher of being amMicted. with tuder.
otilonis And the health ofMcer shall require
an examination and microscople Lenl at the
stnte laboratory.

Postinaster General Says They Could
Do Great Bervice Now,

WOULD PREVENT HOARDING

Timid Imilividasnls Waunld Not
Afrald to Trast Government and
it Wanld Be Kept In
Cirenlation,

Nov. 8.—Poptmaster General
( Aoynr gnest of
honor last night at the banquet of the In-
gusirinl club of Chicaga, Hie addrease,
which was the principal speech of the
evening, was upon matters counected with
the adminiatrution of his departmant,

Postmasler Genernl Meyer geve his
views regarding postal Improvements, In-
cluding estublishment of postal +=avings
banks and the extenslon of the parcels
post system, which he will recommend Lo
congross In his annual report. He sald
the Postoffice department, during the last
fiscal yenr, sent to Europe the money of
Immigrants to the oxtent of 371,000,000,
He estimated the amount of money In the
United Btates at $5,150,060,679, ‘of which
$1.010.700,000 is In the banks and §333.
R65.088 Is In the treasury, and the balance,
BLATHI0LE20 in the hands of individuals and
other mources.

VYulue of Postal Banks.

“For a striking lluscration o the value
of a pontnl savings bank, take the present
time,"” suld Mr. Meyer.
counts have beon withdrawn [rom ni-
tional banks, trust companivs and savings
banks by timid depositors and the money
han gone into the sirong box for hoarding.
On occaslone llke these, what people want
Is absolute securlly., After they wildraw
thelr money they dread losa from thefy or
by fire, but they do not lose confldence
in the security of the lmernrnens- or its
pledgen.
