TEE PREVRIDENTS MESAAGE

President Roossveii's message (o
the Bixtieth congress Ia distinetively
an Ameriean document. Presidents of
the United States have boeen wont, In
the past, to dwell upon our forelgn re-
lations at great length and in more or
less tiresomae dotall usually making
this ths tople Yor first discussion in
thelr messaged. President Roosevelt
departs from precedent by minimizing
this feature, almost to the point of
elimination. He confines hia dlscussion
of forelgn relations to a reforence to
The Hague peace sonference, & short
review of the German trade agreement
and a brief mention of our relations
with China pnd the Latin-American re-
publice. « The rest of the message, an
unusually long one, Is devoted to a
discusdion of can affalrs, matters
that concern the American people di-
rectly and which aro demanding con-
sidoration and action br the American
COngEross.

Poersons who have predicted a
change of polley on the part jof the
president in relation to the enforoe-
ment of existing luws and the enact-
ment of new ones regulating corporn-
tions doing an Interstate commerce
business will find notklng but disap-
pointment in the document offored to
congress and the nation yesterday. In
the long list of matters which have
been urged by Mr. Roosevelt sinee his
elevation to the presidency hs has
made no departure from hiz original
program and hls message [# devotsd
largely to urgent recommendation for
the extension and enlargement of these
pollcies. He repeats his recommenda-
tions made In 1905 and dn 1608 for
laws providing for rigid Inspection by
the government Into the affalrs of rail-
way and other Interstate commeree
corporations, with a view to regulating
rates and taking other actlon ealeu-
lated to protect the Interests of the
nhﬁ:pcr. the patron and the Investor
1and to end unholy and unlawful dis-
eriminations.

Many of the recommendations urged

by his addresses and letters. MHe ad-
vises the smendment of the Sherman
antl-trust law, whioh prohibits all
clusses of trade dnd industrial combi-
nations, so as to prohibit only those
which do an Injustice to the public. In
further strengthening the operation of
these laws regulating corporations, he
recommends the passage of - law
requiring Interntate commerce concerns
to take out charters under the fede
Inw, thus subjecting them to theé same
Inkpsetion and supervislon thet s now
exervised over datlonal banks.

The presldent omits to make any
spoecifle recommendation for a revision
of the currency system, although he
urges congress Lo take some action
looking to the addition of the ele t
of elasticity to our present system. I"i"nn
leaves congress free to connld.r thig
subject and feaves tho assurance (hat
the president will approve any mess-
ure that moets the general demand.

With reference to the army and
navy, the president follows his estab-
lisbad polley of urging libersl appro-
pristions for the malatenance and bat-
terment of both these branches of the
service, resommending the increase of
pay of both officers and men In the
army, the construction of four battle-
ships and the creation of a navy board
to oorrespond in authority with the
general staf of the army.

Among the new measures suggested
In the message 1s o proposition that the
congress appropriate money to defray
the campaign expenses of the great
political parties, and that a plan be
provided for furnishing compensation
to all workmen Injured. He recom-
meénds the eight-hour day in all classes
of business and indubtry and urges the
adoption of a compulsory arbitration
law between employers and employve.

The message, its entirety, fa a
review of the 1 atlve needs of the
nation in matters affecting the welfare
of the whole peopls, It suffers noth-
Ing In comparison with the messages
of other presidents or with those
which President Roosevelt has sent to
congress In the past.

What is more natural than that the
Banfor Yellow, ufter making all sorts
of scandalons and libeloue allegations
against the local polloe force and {ta
management, should coyly seek to
evade responsisiity for an Investigs-
tion of ils charpes? The World-Herald
now asks, “Who s the proper person
to bring these charges®” If the
World-Herald Is prepared to substan-
tiate Its direct ,assertion that the
Omaha police foroe s protecting
erimes and eriminals, it ought cheer-
fully to go Into court or before the

L police board and support ita positiod.

It cannot hide behind the subterfuge
that 1t is merely fulfilling s newspa-
per's function in the nubllculog of
news. Mere assertion through the col-
umns of the newapaper does not sub-
stantiate a« serloug charge nor estab-
lish its truth, but It does leave a staln,
6 black mark against the good name
of the vietim of thess charges, and In
all falrness the newspaper making such
a charge should be willing to elther
substantiate it or to frankly admit that
It was wrong.

In the case of Chief Donshue and
his subordinates on the Omahka police
force the charges now relterated by
the-World-Herald have been made
agaln and again since the time of the
Funkhouser “well-grounded rumers”
resolutions.
