Local Financiers Commend Emergency
Currency Plan in Message,

DIFFER ON RATE OF THE TAX

Five, Eight and Ten Per Oeat Are
Advocated by Heads of Differ-
ent Omaha National
Banka.

President Roosevell's gimpls recommen-
datien to congress for aAn emergency cur-
rency upon carefully prescribed conditions,
under A& tax sufMciemly heavy to force the
retirement of the lssus as the demeand for
it falls off, s almost unanimously en-
dorsed by the bankers of Omahd, who
would underscore and put In blg lotters the
provision, “UNDER A TAX BUFFPI-
CIENTLY HEAVY TO FORCE THE RE-
TIREMENT OF THE I88URB."
“The prestaent sald enough about our-
rency reform in lils message,” sald Mliiton
T. Bariow, president of the United Statea
National bank, “but the tax must be
heavy enough o make the lssue an emer-
gancy currancy or It will be nothing but
an inflated currency, and we do not want
that.
“The American Bankers' assoclation plan
provides for an ‘emergency’ credit our-
rency by permitiing all natlonal bhanka
actually engaged for one year and with a
surplus of 20 per cent of Its capital to
tasus additional notes, without mecurity,
oqual to 40 per cent of their bond-secured
clreulation, subject lo & tax of 23§ per
cent per annum on the aversge amount
oulatanding, and g further amount equal
to 12% per cent of the capital, subject to
A tax of § por cent. This plan I would
not favor with the tax of 34 per cent pbyr
annum on the currency issued equal to
the 40 per cent of thq bond-secured capital
of the npational banks e P4 par ocent
would make the curre simply Inflated,
and most of the banks would be using sush
& carrency all the time, Most all of them
would be willing to use the ‘emsrguncy’
ocurrency at 3§ per cent. The tax would be
too low and would not retire the issue,
Favers Five Pear Cent.
“It is now my idea this tax should be §
per cent at the Uime of Ilssue and that this
would be the tax for the first slx months,
For tha second silx months I would com-
pel the banks to pay § par cent, and If
they were not abie to retire the currency
at the end of one year, ralss Lhe tax Lo W
per cent, That tax would retire the lamie..
It retired the lssue of the stats banks
during the war and the dayn following and
put stats bank curréncy out of business.
We must be®sure that the lssue of emer-
gency currency will be retired, 8ix montha
s & suffigient Ume to tida the banks over
most any fioancial flurry or panio, and
after that time Lthe rale should be pushed
up."

Vice Ppesldent P, H, Davis of the First
National bank, sald:

“The president sald enough and his plan
m 0. K' 1 would make the tax ¥ per
pent, perhaps, from the start, or afler six
montha, if the banks were nol in & posl-
Uon to retire the lssue”

Mr. Davis has favored such & currancy
since the plan was oulline st Atlantic
City.

President Luther Drake of {he Merchants'

and which are secured by government
bonds, but shall not exceed In amount 25
per cont of Its capital, and that svery bank
taking out such credit noles pay to the
treasurer of the United BStates In  the
months of January and July a tax of 1%
per cent oach half year upon the average
amount of such notes In clrculafion. The
taux ls to be pald In gold coln and to ac-
cumulate in the United Btates treasury aas
A guaranty fund to redeem the notea of
falled banks and to pay the cost of print-
ing and current redemption. The credit
notes are lssued to a national banking as-
soclation and the banks desiring them
would of courss be general creditors of the
assoclation fssuing them.”
