Fate of Pumphrey in Hands of Jury
This Afternoon.

MULLEKN'S STORY CORROBORATED

Barkesper Declares Me Saw Alimack
and Fumphrey In Saloan Soveral
Times on Night of KillUiny
of Ham 'l'lk.

The fate of Chatles Pumphrey, the I
year-old boy charged with the murder of
Han Pak, will be given ate the hands of
ihe Jury sometime this afltermoon. The
avidance wan all n at & o'clock ymsterday
afternoon, and Deputy Cotunty Attarney IR
ok followed immediataly with his spenihg
argument. ¥e wae followed by John O.
Telser for the defense, who talked for an
hour befors the adjournment of court and
will resume this moroing. Hs will be fol-
lowed by Carl B Herring for the de-
fense anfl County Atternsy Eagileh will
close for the ntate.
