Member Killpack Objects to Puyment
of Clifford’s Expenses, :

Did Not Draw Money Voted by Board
Before ills Departure and Intima-
tion e May Not Care to Acaept
ft Under Clreanmatanees,

The question of the right of the Board
of Bducation to defray the travellng ex-
peneen of Buperintendent W. N. Clifford to
and from the meeting of the Natlonal As-
sociation of Buperintendents at Washington,
D, €., Is 10 be determined by the couris,
W. H. Kllipack, member of the board,
yesterday secured from Judge Snyder of
thia puperior court a temporary injunction
restraining the other members of the
board, Becrotary I, L. Ross and School
Tremsurer G. 8. Davis, from reimburaing
Buporintendent Clifford for the expensecs
of the trip on which he in at present ab-
mant from the ety

In his petition Mr. Killpack also calls
attention to the fact that the board haa
been paying the rental of a telephone in
Superintendent Clifford’s residence at an
exponss 10 the school district of $34 a year.
The allegatlon s made that the telephona
Is malntalned for Mr. Clifford's personal
uss, not only while the schools are in ses-
glon, but also during vacatione. An order
restraining the board from paying for the
henceforth is also asked by Mr.

Kilipack,
At a recent meoting of the Board of Ed-
ucktion Superintendent Clifford wns

Mr., Minnick learned that | Sranted a ten days’ leave of absence to at-

tend the mesting In Washington of the Na-
tional Association of Superintendents and
Lo visit schools in some of the larger clties
in the east. Mr. Clifford asked that as his
trip was primarily in the Interests of the
publlic schoolg of Council Bluffa that his
travellng expenses be defrayed out of the
funds of the school district. Me did not
ask to be reimbursed for his personal ex-
penses while away. Before making this
request Mr. Clifford referred the matter to
Btate Superintendent Riggs, and the latter
sald that It was within the authority of
the board to allow these expenses.
Basis of Aetlon.

Mr. Killpack at the meeting in question
opposed allowing Mr. Cliifford his traveling
expinsen, and stafed that he probably would
take the matter into the courts to test the
right of the board,

In his petition, Mr., Killpack sets forth
that he Is & member of the Board of Bdu-
caticn and also & taxpaver in tha Indepand-
ent achool distriet of Council Bluffs, and aa
such he (s interested In the expenditure of
funds of the school distriet by the board.
As a taxpayer of the school distriet, Mr.
Killpack states ho {8 damuged by the action
of .the board in paying Mr. Clifford’'s ex-
penses to Washingtod, which, he says, will
amount to about §73. Ee also calls stten-
tion to the fact that the leave of absence
was granted him under full pay of §0 &
week.

The petition also sets forth that the con-
tingent fund of the mchogl distriet ls now
averdrown $10,444.56 and clalms that the al-
lowance of Mr, Clifford’'s travellng expensos
will further Increase the deliclency, and by
reason of that deficlency, he. the plaintiff
and other taxpavers, are damaged.

Upon Mr, Killpack flling tha required
bond, Judge Snyder lssued the temporary
restralning order. The hearing In the action
will not come up befors the March term
of superior court.

May Not Draw Memey.

“Mr. Clifford hus not drawn apy money
and may not care to do 80 now.” aald See-
relary Ross yesterday. “'The slate superin-
tendent of publlc Instruction, to whom the
matter wan referrod, sayn it Is a legnl ex-
penditure, Mr, Clifford Informed the board
At the time the malter came up that he
did not want his expenses to be pald, If It
were 1llegal.”

Presidont Tinley of the Board of Educa-
tlon, when notified of the actlion brouglt
by Mr, Killpack, sald: “'The action of the
board was merely a business proposition in
the interesis of the public schools of this
city. It was a proposition that no privatd
corporation of the mdgnitude of the school
district would heeitata about for & moment.
If;, however, the sxpenditure is [llegal, it
will not be made, 1 do not know whether
Mr. lONtfora now efpects 1o take advantage
of the offer of the board to pay his travel-

FICHT OVER EXPRESS RATES

Railway Commission Announces it
Will Adopt a Distanee Tariff.

COMPANIES ANNOUNCE FIGHT

Hefore Promulgating a Schedule Com-
misslion Will Investigate Property
Owned by Companies and the
Coat of Service.

———

(From a Btaft Correspondent.)

DES MOINES, Feb. D—(8pecial )—The
State Rallroad commission, at the conclu-
slon of an extended conference with the
lowa shippers and representatives of the
expross companies, today announced u de-
cislon as to the plan to be pursued in the
pintter of making & revision of the express
rates in the state. The attorney geheral
of the state had rendered an opinlon to the
effect that under recent legialation the ex-
preas companies are on a par with the mall-
road companies and other common oars
rlern and that It would be necessary 1o
make & schedule of expreas rates for lowus
having due regard to the long and short
haul iden and on a strictly mileage basis.
But the atlormeys for the companies en-
tered into an argument to show that this
wan not good law. This halted the com-
mission for s Ume. But in the end the
commission announced just at poon today
that the decision of the attorney general
would govern.

The commission made further announce-
ment that it was ready to procesd soon to
make a thorough Inveatigation of the ex-
press rate matiers, 1o inguire inte the ex-
tent of the businesas and Ma profits, and
would, summon ngents and demand the
books of the companies, and would go Into
the matter of Investments and fixed values
and other items with a view to ascertalning
what = the sctusl profit In the business
conducted.

This is somelhing nol before attempted
in lowas, and the atterneys gave notice
that the companies would resist in every
possible way In the courta. It thus becomes
apparent that a big fight Is on as between
the lowa shippers and the express com-
panies. The movement for new rates Is
backed by the Iowa Amssocintion of Manu-
facturers and similar organizations. There
has been general complnint of rates for a
long time, but the commission has not be-
fore had time to take up the matter. In
fact until recent years there hax been no
disposition on the part of the commission
to consalder express ratea at ail

New Fair Bullding.

The state department of agriculture to-
day let the contract to J. B. MoGorrisk and
othera for a new admingtration or office
building on the state falr grounds. The
bullding will be a large one of two storles,
with double verands all around, occoupying
a central place on the grounds. It will ao
commodnte all the offices and have rest
rooms and a restaurant. The department
will pay for it out of funds on hand.

Clear Fight for Auditor.

Announcement has been made here that
J. 0. Hempel of Clayton county, who has
been regarded as a probable candldate for
state auditor and who went so far as to
gocure nominaticn papers, will not be o
candidate this year, thus lesving the fleld
clear for a square conlest between Senator
Hopkins of Guthrie, the Ninth district can-
‘didate, and Senator Blsakley of Ida county,

Feanding Democratic Troubles.

The lines are forming 1n the democratic
camp In lIowa and this week the editors of
democratic newspapers attack ecach other
mavagely, The management of the cam-
palgn of two years ago Is soverely oritl-
clsad by the Bryan element of the party,
and the conservatives, who happen to con-
trol the state committze, are denouning
the Bryan people for corganizing to get
control of the party, In the southern part
of the state they are divided as to a candl-
date for congreas in the Eighth district, the
conservatives desiring MoeGionls or Jamle-
son and the radicals demanding the nomina-
tion of Porter, who ran for governor.

Self-Supporting Women.
