Mr, Taft, In
hig recent epeech at Coneord, N. H.,
declared In very plaln terms that the
purposé of the crulse is to furnish the
powers of the far east an object lesson
of the might of the Amerienn milltary
arm. Asserting that the United States
does nol want to use & navy to fight,
but to preévent flghting, and that for
that purpose the navy should be com-
mensurate with “‘our wealth, our pop-
nintion and with the extent of our Jur-
Isdiction,” Mr. Taflt sald:

The truth I that n the orlent It 1s
neécesnary to fill the meanures of the eye
in order to be convinclng, It I¢ nobody's
business where the battleahips are golong,

provided they keep to the ocean and don't
invade anybody's land

“It Is nobody's business'’ may sound
& little sauey, but when sald without
boasting, and without fear, It ls vold
of offense and unguestionably volcos
the real sentiment of our people. Con-
ditlons In the far east are unsettled.
China is complaining of Japanese ag-
gresalon In Manchuria, It ig no secret
that most of the European powers are
In secret sympathy with every move-
ment Jooking to the impairment or de-
gtruction of the Intégrity of the Chl-
nese empire. The battle of the na-
tlone for commercinl supremacy I8 des-
tined to be fought on the Paclflc and
our potentinl Interests in the orient
demand the presence of a proper fleel
in the Pacific. The fleet has been
sent to the Pacific, not s a menace,
but In the assumption of a responsibil-
Ity which the Unlted States incurred
when It secured the open door polley
in China, a poliey which {t cannot
abandon any more than it could aban-
don the Monroe doctrine.
.

WRECK OF THE MAINK.

Congressman Bulzer of New York
has introduced a resolution uinng the
secretary of the navy to inform con-
gress whether our government has the
right to remove the wreck of the Lat-
tleship Mgaine from Havana harbor
and give the Imprisoned dead proper
burtal. He has also asked for an estl-
mate of the prooable cost of removing
thé hull of the destroyed ship,

It would appear useless to question
the right of thils government to re-
umove the wreck from Havana harbor,
but the resolution may possibly at-
tract the attention of congress to a
duty that should have boen performed
long ago. The remnants of the Maine
lle in the chlel harbor of Havana, a
menace to navigation and an obstacle
to extensive harbor lmprovements
which the Cuban government proposes
to undertake at an early day. It
serves no purpose other than to inter-
esl tourists and to emphasize Amer-
fean neglect In the matter of its proper
disposition. An American marine en-
gineer has estimated that the hull of
the Malpe could be ralsed and towed
to deep waler nt a cost not to exceed
$300,000. The cost alone should not
cause congress to hesltate about elear-
ing Havana's harbor of this obstruc-
tlon and glving proper burial to the
doad of the vessel whose destruction
precipitated the ward with Spaln.

The ralsing of the hull of the Malne
might, too, throw valuable light on
the cavse of the destruction of the
vessel. Marine experts waged bitter
war over this question when the Malne
was blown up a little over ten years
ago, Mose of the experts contended
that the ship had been blown up from
the outside by emissaries of Spain, and
this version was generally sccepted at
that time Ly the Amerleen people,
whose blood was at fighting heat.
Spain’s contention wae that the maga-
eine had been exploded from within,
@ither by accident or by deslgn, to
bring a climax to the agitation for war.,
The war has Yeen fought and its re-‘
sults accepted. If the hull of the
Maine is ever maised and examined we
may Wave conclusive proof of the real
cause of the exvlosion.

CONTRADY-JUMPING TEACHERS.

It s & sad refloction upon the whole
body of Nebrasku publie school teach-

compensation for damages. The aver-
age teacher, however, has no financial
responsibility that could be enforoed,
sven If the school anthoritles were dis-
pored, as ey ukually are ned, to phr
sye the contract-jumper with legal
remadies. Yot the fast that the teachoer
cannot easily be held to the terms of
the contract, nor has anything at stake
to be loet, should not be allowed to en-
fer Into the ocase. Neither is the
threatenod revocal of teachers' certifi-
ontes likely to he effective, although It
may have some good influence, because
it would not necessarily extend beyond
state borders and beeauss, farther,
most of the contract-jumping ia done
by teachors ready to abandon the pro-
fesslon for matrimony or othar avoon-
tions.

The real remedy for contract-jump-
ing should be applied In the normal
schools by emphaslzing to the students
préparing for teachers’ work the im-
portance of scrupulous honesty in busl-
ness dealings and the disastrous con-
sequences of broken faith. The aspir-
ing teacher should also be impressed
with the pecullar positlion of the
teacher In every community as setting
an example not only to the puplls in
the school room, but to thelr parenta
outside.

Nebraska's pride In Its unexcelled
public schools should include a pride
in fta public scheol teachers, which,
however, can be supported only on a
firmly established reputation of the
teachers for efficlency, Adellty and
square dealing in every relation of lite.

KENTUCKY 8 VIEW uF TRUSTS.

The Kentucky court of appeals has
injected a decidedly Interesting and
novel guestion Into the conflicting
mass of experlments being tried in dif-
ferent states and by the federal gov-
ernment to test the legality of combl-
pations, pools and other associations
which come under the general classl-
fiention as trusts, In brlel, the Ken-
tucky court holds that a sombination
Is not lllegal so long as it does not at-
tempt to enhanse the price of any com-
modity, In the growth or sale of whieh
it may be Interested, above its actual
worth or toe depress It below ita real
value.

The case in question grew out of at-
tempted enforcement of an act passed
by the Kentucky leglslature In 1808,
which declared it lawful for any num-
ber of persons to combine, unite or
pool any or all of the crops of wheat,
tobaceo, corn or other farm products
for the purpose of grading, classifying,
storing, holding or selling the same in
order to obtaln a better price than
could be obtalued by selling separately
or individually, Notwithstanding the
act, a pool was formed by tobacco
growers. One of \the members of the
pool violated hjs agreement that his
tobaceo should be handled by the
agents of the pool, and sought to sell
directly to the agents of a tobacco
company. The lower court granted
an Injunction, restralning him from
disposing of hls erpp except through
the agency of the pool, The tobacco
company asked for a dissolution of the
Injunction, alleging that the pool was
in violatlon of the law. The ecourt of
appeals has refused to dissolve the In-
Junetion,

The declslon Is certaln to attract at-
tention beyond the confines of Ken-
tucky. It has the effect of judicial
ganction of the declaration that there
are good and bad trade combines, and
adds the element of mppralsement to
other questions to be considered fn
trust prosecutions. There has been no
contention on the part of prosecutors
that any of the trusts have operated
to depreciate the price of any article
below its real value. The complaint
has Invariably been that the trust haa

*upurated to enhance the price of arti-

cles above what Is reasonable. Under
the Kentucky decision a trust or com-
bination has a perfect right to obtain
a full and reasonable price for an
article and is subject to prosecution
only {f it demands more or less than
nn article |s worth,

Here In Nebraska the “anti-Taft”
folks are hollering bocause the state
committee made the presidential pref-
erence primary optional with the re-
publicans of the different counties
rather than foree it upon any county
that did not want it. Over in Illinols
where the anti-Taft folks have full
control of the party machinery the call

for thelr adaptabllity and versatility,

The Good Government league ' at
South Omaha has made a few endorse-
ments as between candidates for pri-
mary praferences without taking any
action whatever as to the larger num-
ber of offices to be Alled at the coming
elty election, It Is notorious that some
of the candidates standing for these
nominations are flagrantly unfit.. A
good government league ought to put
up n black llst aguinst the bad candl-
dates, éven where It may be afraid to
take sldes between good candidates.

When the congressional salary was
ralsed from §5,000 a year to §7,5600 a
year it was naturally to be expected
that competition for the prizse would
tnereass, The sprouting of numerous
songressionnl asplrations {n npearly
every district In Nebraska Indicates
that the honor of representing the

Only Redoeed Cost of Living Wil
Stimulate Produetion.

In the situatlon Inwe which the ldustries
and business of this country have bean
brouglit Ly pest overdoing and misdoing
thers Is bul ohe way of giving an Impulse
o 4 renowed and Mealthy activity, That
way is to reduce the cost of production and
of the distribution of products, In  order
that consumption may be stimulated by
lower gost of Hvitg., To reduce the cout of
production there must be o lowering of
wages and of the price of materials ibto
which the cost of labor eunters, The logi-
cul rosult would be Jower prices for the
consumable products, which would | soon

I componsates for reduced wages Lhrough the

lower cost of what waged buy or a reduced
cost of lUving. This process of adjustment
cannot In the complex situation follow &
logtcal order, bul there musat b a gimulte=
nootia yielding all along the line, a conoess
slon in wages and concosmions In prices bes
fore the effort of a lessened cost of pro-
ducing has been fully realized. The dimin-
Ished production i already a stubborn fact,
compelled by ¢lreumstanceas which nelther
eaplitol ner labor can control or long rosist,
thoygh both have control or long bLringing
thom about. There Is no such thing pos
sible as forcing renewed activity and in-
erensed volume In production. It cun only
be Induced by making It easler, by peduc-
ing cost and encouraging consumption

The alternative to lower wages and lower
prices s less work and leas business, not
only leas than there was a few months
ago. which Is already accomplished, bul
tenn than there would otherwise be. The
rosistance of organized labor to reducing
wiages must Inevitably Inoresse the number
of unsmployed and the consequent suffer-
ing, and delay recovery in industrial activ-
ity, for orgunized labor has no power to
force production or prevent the curtallment
that Inordinate cost haa compelled, "'in the
form of trust or otharwise,” 10 a reduotion
of prices can only have a similar effoct in
hampering recovery for s wide range of
industries and for all business that de-
penda  upon  normal Industrial notivity.
Bvery day we are getting reports of the
great number of werking men in enforced
|delneas, and there are appeals to goverms
ing authorities to make work for the un-
employed, while organizations for charlta-
ble ald are overwhelmed with demands for
rellef for the deserving who, can get no
work, There should be a oco-operation of
all ooncernad to relleve this situstion naa
speedily and as rapldly as possible by the
only means by which it can be done.
