CHICAGO, Marth 2-<No business was
transacted at today's session of the annual
meeting of the Nlinols Central raliroad
stockholdern. Fiftsen minutes after J. 7T
Harahan, president of the corporation, had
called the gathering to order It was ad-
journed until 2 o'clock tomorrow.

Inability of the proxy committes to pre-
sent n completa report enused this action.

The meeting was convened at noon, about
two and one-half hours after Judge Parlln
an  the WM of fhe superior eourt
of Cook county, had refused to
jssue an injunetion restraining the voting
of 881201 shares of slock at the meetink,
Thin stock, which' is held by the Unlon Pal
sifle Rallway company and the HRalflroad
Becurities company., was recently freed
from & similar injunction by the same
court befors which today's action ‘was
brought. That sult was instituted by
Btuyvesant Fish, one of his attorneys being
Henry W. Leman, In whose name tho new
action was begun. Mr. Leman assertad
when the sedond casb was flled Baturday
that he waw not secking to delay action
at the stockholders’ moeting, but winhed
merely to oldain & rullng on certain points
from the highest court

Case Will De Apperaled.

Yollowing ihe decisfon of Judge Ball
stops were loday taken to prosetule an-ap-
psal, The case was plaoed on the court
calendnr and probably will not come up
agaln for severnl months. The contention
in the Bill of complajnt 18 that a forelgn
corporation has no right to own and vote
stovk In an Illinois raliroad corporation.

About one hundred stockhelders and
other interested persons were present when
tha adjournod session wias begun at noon,
Immediately after the reading of the min-
utes J. M. Dickinson, general counsel for
the road, asked for & recess of ten minutes
to await thejarrival of B. B. Conway, one
of the members of the proxy commiftes,
The Iatter on arrival saild that the com-
mittes had not ocompleted iis work and
suggested an adjournment, until tomerrow,
when, he sald, It would bs able to report.

Btuyvesant Flah attended the meeting,
but took no part in the short proceedings
and refused after adjournment to distuss
any of the matters which toay come up to-
morrow. B H. Harrlman war not present,
having been detained in New York by the
approaching marciage of his davghter, He

President m;z_ .Commandn In-
stead of Oensuring Him, -

WABHINGTON, Marmh 1 — President
Roosevell's (afonne of Lebbous R, Willley,
based on dn analytieal review by Secretary
Root of the charges agalnst hith  was
mads publie today, The charges were pro-
ferred by Lorrin Andrews and have heen
repented by him before the house com-
mittes on the judiclary as the basls of
impeachment proceedings. They relata to
Judge Wilfley's asdministeation of the
United Btates court for China at Shanghal

After dispoxing of each’ of the meven
charges by showing that neither of them
is the proper basis of eriticlam naguinst
Judge Willfley Secretary Root reviews con-
ditlons In the forelgn quarter of Shanghal,
showing that becausa of the heratofore
American administration of justice there
affalrs had grown disgraceful, Judgs Wil-
fMey waa senl there for the expreas pur-
poss of reversing thesa conditions. BSecrs-
tary Reoot concludes:

The circumstances thus pressnted axhibit
& motive for the attempt to drive probabil-
ity of misjudginent, exaggeration and dis-
tortion of facls on the part of the lawyers
who have personally suffered from the
changed copditions. They make It clear
that upon “no trifling grounds should our
government (ncur the publie misfortune
which would be involved in putting the
stamp of Alsapproval on the work for de-
ocency and righteousness that the United
Btates court for Chins has done.

My opinlon is that Judge Wilfley is, en-
titled not to condemnation, but to com-
mendation and high credit for his conduct
in office and that the charges agalnst him
should be dismissed,

Acouased for Fearlessness,

Presldent Roosevelt's decision s ocon-
talned In' a letter to Beorstury Rool. Ile
first comments that it appears that Con-
gressman  Waldo New York stands
sponsor for the charges. *T cordinlly ocon-
our In your finding,” he continues, “which
is to the effect that Judge Wilflay 1s not
only Innocent, but & attacked solely bae-
causs of the feariessness and Integrity with
which he han stamped out vice and crima in
Bhanghal,

“It Is clear that Judge Wiifley has been
attacked not because be has done evil, but
becauss hoe has done good:. The assault
on him is simply an Impesachment of de-
cency and geal for the public good and If
succesaful would tend to cow and dis-
cournge evory honest public mervant who
dares to withatand the forces banded to-
gother for evil and would do grave damage
to the honor and Interest-of our, country
in the orlent. If the attuck were to wsuo-
ceed the benefliclaries would be every
keeper of a house of prostitution, every
swindling Iawyer, every man who lIves by
blackmall and corruption in the cities of
the far cast. These are the people whose
hopes have been revived by the effort to
overthrow this upright and fearless judge
who has already done so muth for the
good namoe of America In China. It ja
not too much Lo say that this assault on
Judge Wilfley In the Interest of the viclous
and eriminal classes is a public scandal'

Herman Behusttier,
assistant chitf of pollee; who has had
charge of the crnsade agalnst anarchista in
tha city, was unkble to Meotify the man,
He desoribed him an an TtAlian or Blav about
4 years old, vaighing 14 pounds and aboul
five feet, pix Inches tall. On the shoes and
underwear was the number “28." The man
wore a dark sult of clolthes and & new hat
purchased frem & looal firm. No wrticles
or marks by which the man might have
been ldentifisd were found upon his person.

Impertinent OMee Seeker.

Muayor Busse had an dxciling Interview
with an office seeler a few minutes after
he had returned to, hia office from the
Bhippy home whither he hurried on being
informed of the affray. The stranger, who
was shabblly drossed, waa walting outside
the mayor's office in tha oity hall and as
the mayor advenced extended his hand,
The muyor, who was pale and mervous,
aftef the experience of Chlef of Police
Bhippy. declined the grasp and eyed the
man closcly.

“I want & job and 1 am not bhere to ask
you for nothing mors. But if I don't get
A job thera will bs troulde.” sald the man

Tha mayor Immediately ordered the man
out of the bullding and the latter, after
glaring angrily at the clty executive for a
moment, deacended to the maln floor and
walked away. .

Mayor Busse explained Jater that the in-
dividual had been calling on him and ask-
ing him for a poaition every day for some

time past. Today, however, wihs thoe [irst
time that he had thieaténed to create
troubie. The Incldent, following so closely

upon the gragedy at Chilef Bhippy's home
caused some excltement in the oity hall,
and several heads of depariments lssued
orders to their clerks and secretaries not
to admit strangers to the office on any
pratext.

An Anarchist Plot. =

A craumstance that led the poliee to be-
lleve that the attack on Chief Bhippy was
the result of an anarchist plot mstead of
perronal grievances was the fact that a
man answering the descriplion of the as-
anllant called at the Shippy residence yes-
terday. Thoe chlef was not at home and
aftor learning this the man left, the Incid-
ent causing so Iittle comment that it was
not even mentioned to the chlef by mem-
bers of his family at the time,

The caller of yesterday was met by Mra.
Bhippy and she was (n the hall when the
anarchist entered today. She ran into an-
other room when the struggle beghn, after
calling npon her son; to mesist his futher,
Foley had stopped the.chlef's horse and
buggy In fropl of .the residence and was
preparing to take the chlef down town to
the latter's office,

A number of nelghboring physicinns were
summoned te the houss. immediately after
the shooting to attend Keoley and the chief's
son. Foley wus at,onte sent to a hospital
and Harry BShippy -was also taken there
nfter his father's veluctance to have him
moved had beén overcome. The young man,
who {8 21 years of age and a student at
Culver military apadapy, Culver; 1ow:, is
the most dangerquuly hurt of the three,
Two bullets plerged his.chest and the sur-
geons in atlendance made no effort to con-
veal the gravity of his conditlon,

Iinvestigantion Hegins.

Bquads of pdlicefngn were sent fo the
thief"s home and the asalstant chief was
summoned to take charge of the Investiga-
tion which Is following the shooting, Meyor
Busse ordered detectives sent to the under-
taking rooms to which the body of the
anarghist was sent and told the officers to
arrest any one who came thers allempl-
ing to ldentify the corpse. Up to noon no
persons had called at the rooms. A crowd
of curlogity seekers guathored about the
place and at one time became 86 Importunate
that the police on guard were obliged to use
force In keoping the crowd babtk.

Another crowd surrpunded the Shippy
resldence and kept the police guard there
busy. Not untll several of the sight seckors
had been threatened with arrest would they
subimit to control.

Han Upon Street Meetings,

It s reported thut Mayor Busse |8 about
to fssue an order prohibiting all street
mestings In the ¢ty of Chicago. The order
will s+ made general and include preligious
as well as political gatherings, It being
asserted that Inflammatory speeches are
often made at gutherings held on street
corners under the gulse of, revival meet-
Ings. By making the edict sweeplng L s
thought that possible objections to L on
the ground of alleged discrimination will
b forestalled.

ANARCHISTS SEND OUT PAPERS

Communicants in Kansas Clty Receive
Propagands Against Catholicism,

KANSAB CITY, Muarch 2 — Anarchist
lenders in Chicago are apparently attempi-
ing to extend thelr Influence to Kansas
City. During the last few weeks members
of the Croatlag settlement in Kansas Clly,
Kan., have recelved by mall coplea of &
Croatian anarchisye paper published In
Chicago. Many of those who recelved
coples of the paper formerly worked In the
Chicegoe packing houses and were trans-
ferred (o Kansas City. They all declared
that they did not order tha paper.

The publication comtalns articles altack-
ing the Catholiec church and all forms of
Eoverpment,

The Rev. M. Dovarin Krmpolle, pastor of

the ehurch of BL Joha Lhe Baplist, of
which the Crogtlans are members, sald
yesterdny:

“There have been pome allesupis of the
anarchists, to work In my parish.

days each month without pay until further
notice,

Bweeping retrenchments have been or-
dered by the Gould Interests operating the
Bt.
