TWO0 TALK ON CIVIC PROBLEMS
Number of Greoks Arrested for
Obstructing Sidevwnlk and Making

At least three Bouth Omaba pastors iast
night treated thelr audiences to outside
talent at the evening wservices. At the
Methodist church, Naymond Robins of the
Board of Eduycation of Chicago spoke en
the mubject of “Clvie Corruption and ihe
Way Out,” His discussion was from &
practical man's standpoint. Hie remarks
would lead one to Iwlleve 1that the richoet
harvests of the carruplionists had passed,
and that some fifteen (o twenty yoars ago
much less attenlion was given to the meth-
ods of the dishonest official than at the
present hour of wwakened publie cohsoience
At that time popwiar and sectional preju-
dice wera sirong epough to cover a multh
tude of ahortcomingse. Hut the days of In-
tense party prefudice are past now and the
danger at present i»s apathy in all things
political

Rev, Thomas Moody of the Congo Frod
Btate, Africa, at tho Baptist church, spoko
of his experlencon In that almost unknown
quarter of the world. His remarks were
unusuaslly Interesting, treating of the habits
And 1ifs of the poople,

Benator W. Il Patrick addresned the con-
wrogation of the Prebyterian church on the
