In opposition to the pushers of the peti-
Uon, 1t e asserted the charter proviston s
theanstitutional, though It has never been
declnrsd such. It In pointed out that the
#ityntion ls similar to the case of the elec-
tion of police magisirates, The supreme
oourt held the lnw which provided for the
elootion of pollee justices in oitles of the
metrapofitan class, to which class Omaha
belongs, differtng from the general lnw re-
Iating to police magintrates throughout the
siate, war vold and unconstitutional. That
decislon of the supreme ocourt was based
on the fact that police magistrates are
constitutional officers and that Adistrict
Judges are also officors who are specially
mentioned In the constitution and the pro-
vidlon In the conatitution that all laws
shall be uniform applies to district fudges
mnd thelr powers

The lnw giving to distriet judges of tha
Omnha district powers greater than other
Juldgen is open to the same objection as that
relating to polloe judges. say ihe bellevera
in the present system of appolntment of
members of the Park board by the elty,

The provision In the charter requiring
the sppointment by district judges of the
members of the Park board was Insertsd
for the reason of taking the Park board
out of politios and socuring the best men
for the place, disregarding politics,

One member of the Park board s ap-
pointed cach yoar. Ciroulators of the peti-
tion deolare, however, that every chalr on
the bosrd s lawlully vagant, for the ap-
pointees wore unlawfully appointed,
