Judger Wheeler, In Passing Sentemce,
Takes Decanion to Anmounce that
the Saleen Men Meowt
Ohey the Law,

“T know of no batler way to stop this
vialation than (o make It so expensive thal
the temptation shall be removed,” de-
clared Judge O, D. Wheeiar of the district
court yesterday morning as he imposed a
fine of 3L each on H. A, lLarmon and
Martin Jensen, proprietors of the Manhat-
tan saloon, for contempt of court In vielat-
ing ah Injunction againat their place of
business by wselling liguor on last Monday,
the day of the cily slection.

The ocourt also ordersd that each defend-
ant pay the county attorney An attorney
fes of 30 and the costa of the cass. making
the amount §1.05460 which Larson and Jen-
san sach had to pay.

After imposing the linea Judge Wheelsr
committed the dafendanin (o the custody of
the sheriff uptil the fines and costs should
bo pald. He made an order, however, ad-
mitting the defendants to ball, but later
resc¢inded (hi= order, an he decided he had
no right to do thia In & proceeding of such
& character. Bolh defendanis pald their
fino during the aftarnoon.

No defense on the merits of the case was
made, but Attorrey G. H. Mayne on behalf
of Larson and Jensen addressed the court,
referring to the manner in which the lquor
bBusiness had heen conducted for years In
Council Bluffs and to the fact that In-
Junctions had besn continually violated,
and asked the considerantion of these condi-
tions with the fact that the defendanis
weren the first to be brought in upon such
& charge.

Makes the Fine Object Lesson.

Judge Whesler, In imposing the flne on
the two defendants, salg:

Information has come to me that these

prople wers naintaining a regular business
place In the basoment, while the saloon
above was closed, and they have been doing
A large ind profitable business, It appears
that persons were sent in there who pur-
chased Liguors and that the acts of these
defendants were In violation of the law of
the astate of Towa; in vielation of the In-
Junction of this court enjaining them from
selling liquor at theat thme angd contrary Lo
the order of Lhe chief of police.
It Is proper for me Lo sy that this place
these gentlemon who run this place
hava been the most flagrant violato® of
this law In the eity. This injunction was
seoured only after all of the artifices of
eacape hud been used. They were violators
of the law when the injunction was granted,
elée It would not have heen granted.

From: the evidence | am convinced that
these men have disregurded the law, disre-
garded the orders of the officers, disre-
gardeo the orders of this court, and 1 find
na extenuating clroumstances,
