Buddenly thers was a terrific
expiosion and my engine was lifted clear
off the track, but quickly wettled on the
ties, along which It ran for about 300 feef.
1 mpplied the brakes, but not before the
coupling had broken between my engine
Bnd the one following., After applying the
alr, I shouted to my flreman, John Dore-
ing, to jump, and we both dropped lo the
ground. as the engine came to a standstill

“Ag soon ns I realized the situation 1
Hastened to the scene of the wreck and
found Lthe second sngine turned over on s
pide. A moment Iater I ran into George
Ehele, Engineer Bussy's fireman. He was
walking wildly about, with his arms and
hands terribly shatlered and the skin fall-
ing from the fMesh. Ambulances qguickly
responded and he was hastened Lo the hos-
pilal”

Ming died at 8 o'clock in the hospltal, He
ecarried a carpenter's union card, Issued at
Bherldan, Wyo. The first tangible olue
was socured when the police tyaced the
powder used o a mine located aboul a
mile from the scenn of the expiosion.
Forty sticka of giant powder wore stalon
from this mine some time after 10 o’clock
last ‘night. 1t is belleved now that this

Records of the Public SBerviee comimis-
alon's gas inspectlon bureauy show that of

the gas metern 8o far inspecied by them,
in response to complaints. from 8 10
per cenl were found to De Incorrect, OFf
the 1,0 examined only a small proportion
proved to be slow,

Making all due allowance for the fact
that meters complained of are somowhat
more  llkely to ba found lncorrect than

those about which nothing is sald, offlcers
of the commission are still of the opinion
that the showing Is & remarkable one, fully
Indicating the wisdom of the framers of
the public service law, which gave the
authority (o the commission to eonduet the
tests,

When gas consumera in the city learn
that thelr wrongs may be redressed so
simply, with the assuracce that thelr metars
will bg tested fairly, It Is expected that the
commission's gas bureau will be swamped
with applications. At any rate, any con-
sumer who has a comiplaint to make I8 not

lHkely hereafter to lodge it with the gax
company.
The public service law empowers thn

commisxion to test all metera installed, or
of wiich complaint s made. The tested
maters fall into three classes: New meters,
which must be tested before they are In-
stalled; repaired meters, which having been
used, are removed, but not on complaint,
and are repalred by the companies; and
complaint moters, or those whome accuracy
has boen questionad in & complaint to the
commiselon. Bince the wark waes under
taken mlx months ago 125,00 meters of all
clamses bave been inspected

The procedures In the case of complainis
= as follows:

An inspector @f the commission examines
the meter complained of, collects from the
complainant & fee of 30 centa, if It has
not already been palkd with the application,
and atiaches his seal to the meter. The
gas company is then instrucied to removo
the meter to the shops of the company for
testing. The removal Involves the substiin-
tion of another meter. which has been
proved already by the public service testers
At the shops of the company the scal s
remived by an officlal tester of the com-
misslon ard Lhe meter opened under hia
supervision. If It proves fast, as I gen-
erally doen, the fee 8 remitied o the com-
piaipant and the gus company paya jit. If
it proves slow, the commission kespa ihe
fee. Bo lobg as the meter o in the hands
of the company IL s sealed with the com-
misslon's seal.—New York Post,
