Statisties presented at the mesting
of the Natiomal Assoclation of Mmunu-
facturers In New York last week fur-
nish an HMuminating HHustration of the
sirides that the Unlted States has,
miade in the last two decades In a field
formerly almost monopolized by Euro-
pean countries. Reports made by offl-
cers of the assoclation show that the
United Btates ls now doing more man-
ufacturing than Great Britain and Ger-
many combined and selling more goods
to other countries than elther of those
great manufacturlog natlons. This
represents the  remarkable develop-
ment of a little more than twenty
yoars.

Soon after the clvil war the first real
impetus wna glven to Ameriean man-
ufacturing enterprises by the operation
of n protective tariff LIl under a - re-
publican administration. At that time
the factories of the nation were not
producing manufactured articles suffi-
olent to supply home needs, and It was
not untll In the early B0a that a sur-
plus for export was produced in cer-
tain lines. Wa stlll bought a very
jarge share of our manufactured
products, particularly In steel and tex-
tileg, from forelgn ecountries. There
wag a constant development of loenl
manufacturing, although the forelgn
trade did not cut any materinl figure
untll after the adoption of the MeKin-
ley tariff law, B8Since that time the
development of manufacturing has
been marvelously rapld until America
has Invaded all the markets of the
world with jts maoufactured wares
and its exports of manufactured goods
arg now equal to its exports of agri-
cultural products and foodstuffs. In
fact, for some years there has been a
decrease in the exports of foodstufls,
gralns and agricultural produets, due
to the Increased demand in those lines
for home consumption, while the ex-
ports of manufactured articles have
constantly and persistently increased.

The manufacturers of the United
States now have a capital of §15,000,-
000,000, They have an annual payroll
to wage earners, In normal times, of
more than $3,500,000,000 and their
yearly product Is valued at about $17,-
000,000,000, The growth of exports
tells the history of manufacturing de-
velopment. Amerfean exports of manu-
factures In 1880 sggregated $121,000,-
000, These increased in 1880 to $178,-
000,000 during democratic rule and
subjected to tarlff juggling. In 1600
the exports had grown to $4%84,000,-
000, while in 1907 they amounted to
$740,000,000, or more than $2,000,-
000 a day. In other words, our sales
abroad have moore than doubled In the
Jast ten years, passing Germany and
Great Britain and presenting a total
In manufactured products greater than
thoso countries combined,

The chief topic for consideration at
the convention of the manufacturers
In New York was the broadoening of the
foreign fleld, the epening of new térrl-
tory for American factorles and the
readjustment of tariff schedules to give
the American manufacturers wider op-
portunities in securing raw materials
at terma that will enable them to eom-
pete In the markets of the world with
the [factories of all' other pations.
America has long bean, recognlzed as

the granary of the world and it s
becoming the world’'s workshop as
well.

THE PAN-AMERICAN RAILROAD.

Ameriean enterprise halts at no ob-
stacle and the proposition for & Pan-
American rallway, extending from
New York to Buenos Ayres, the capital
of Argentina, which was looked upon
a few years ago as a chimerical dream,
promises to materlalize within a very
few yeurs. An elaborate report just
made by Charles M. Pepper, & member
of the Pap-American Rallway commis-
slon, who has been travellng through
South America for several years in the
Interests of the enterprise, will aston-
ish most persong in its showing of the
work already accomplished. In  his
report Mr. Pepper says:
The Pan-American route from New York
to Husnow Ayres s 10400 mlles, From Now
York to the southern Lorder of Mexico 1s
3T miles, and thesa polnts are now con. |
nected by rail. From the southern bord.r
of Mexico to Buenon Ayres s 6030 milos,
and of this distance L6000 miles 18 of 10.'1-
ways over which tralngfre running, whils
thetrw s mn additional 4 miles under aotunl
ountraot construction. This loaves a litile
more Lhan 3600 miles for the fulure'

Most encouraging is the enthuslasm
shown by governments of the Central
und Bouth American countriés In sup-
port of the project. They have been
exceedingly libernl in making land
grants and ofering financial enconr-
agoment to forelgn capital which has
been induced to engage in rallroad
construction. The Argentina lnes
have been bullt 1,200 mlles, from
Buenos Ayres to the Bolivian border.
Bolivia has put a large sum of money

into rallroad construction apd will
soon have some 700 miles of road
ready for operation. Peru and Co-

lombla have taken up the work and
the Central American countries, ginee
the recent peace sgreement have
united in plans to push thelr parta of
the undertaking.

The trade bhenefita from the com-
pletion of ki ruilrouad are expected
to accrue chlefly to this country and
the Bouth American natiops., As a
résult of the work of the Bureaun of
Awmerican Republics at Washington
and the speclal efforts of SBecretary of
State Rool most harmonious diplo-
matic and commercial relations have
been established between the United
Btates and all Latin Amerlca. The
trade of South and Central America
has been almost monopolised for years
by England, Spais and Germany, but
the later tendency fs toward wider

down the appropriation for foresiry
woark, The sennte appropriated
$1,000,000 for the development of the
forest reserves, doubling the amount
originally ¢arried In the house bill for
the construction of roads in the forest
reserves, the exorcizse of greater pre-
cantions against destructive fires and
general adminletrative purpoges. The
conference commlities refused
to concur and the appropriation was
finally fixed at $600,000,

THE STATE HISTORICAL BUILDING
The people of Lincoln have finally
assured the ercction of the proposed
new State Historical Library bullding
by furnishing a satisfactory slte, _\‘I'hlch
was the ¢eondition upon which the legis-
latlve approprintion for thls purpose
hung. The acceptance of the site,
which consists of a half block facing
the Capltol square, makes it possible
to begin spending the $§25,000 gel
aside for the bullding of the basament,
which is expected to be the foundation
for future appropriations,

The people of Lincoln are to be con-
gratylated on having met this obliga-
tlon. Yet Tho Bee ventures to ex-
press the hope that work on the bulld-
Ing will not begin until the entire plan
and scope shall have been changed.
The substitution of a site adjolning
the state house grounds for the market
square, In proximity to the university
campus, means abandonment of the
original idea of assoclating the His-
torienl Hbrary with the university and
makes more feasible our former sug-
gestion that the Historieal library and
the State lbrary be merged for eco-
nomical housing and administration.
We would prefer to have the next leg-
Islature make the appropriation s Mt-
tle bigger and provide for a sultable,
commodious, fAreproof structure, Lo
tuke care of both the State library and
the State IHistorical library, of which
the one ls as Important as the other,
aud both at present unduly cramped
and exposed to fire risk.

It this change should be made it
would, of course, entall a change ot all
the arrangements for the erectlon of
the bullding. The present law prac-

Lcully turns this money over outright

the executive board of the State
Historlcal society without any officlal
If the bullding s to
e atate property and malontained in
future with state money, it should be
erected under direction and authority
of the Biate Board of Publlc Lands
and Bulldings, the same as construce
tion work for other state {pstitutions,
and the State Historleal soclety remain
a favored tenant, as It bas always been
in the past.

Presumably, some¢ of the Linecoln
people will oppose any change In the
program for the Historieal Ubrary
bullding on the theory that a bird In
the haud is worth two in the bush.
But, we belleve, The Bee's suggestion
will appenl forcibly to the taxpaying
gitisens of Nebragska who are far-
sighted, whether they live In Lincoln
or elsewhere,
