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NADODAMAGES BUILDINGS

Small Twister Cuts a Zigeag Path
Across Council Bluffs.

SEVERAL SMALL BARNS WRECKED

Severnl Windows Breken, Porches
Torn from Houses nanfl Chimneys
Blown Deown—No One
Badiy Injured.

Council RBluffs was visited yesterday
afternoon by a small sized tornado, which
wrought considerable damage to hounes
and outbulldings In Its path, but which
fortunniely was not attended by loss of |ife
or serfous Injury Lo human belng or stock.

The storm, in the form of a funnel shaped
eloud, first struck at a point bhetween
Twenty-{ifth and Twenty-sixth streeta and
from there iraveled north In A pomawhat
zig sag course, crossing the tracks of the
Ilinots Central raliroad and then following
the course of the Missouri river until lost
to might.

The first house In ths path of the tornado
to be damnagsd was that of George Mehl-
ing. an employe of the nfrest rallway com-
puny, &t &8 Avenus A. Here the large
front window was blown In, & window on
the weat blown out and the Kkitchen door
at the south end of the bullding blown off
its hinges and to pleces, A samall barn and
an outhouse wera Luimed over, On tha
adjoining lot the suthouse was blown over.

A sitretch of bill beards, two polas be.
trees in the lhinmediate vicinity of the
Mehling residence were blown down,

Harn Tern to Plecen,

From this point the wind cloud proceeded
due north., At the corper of Avenus D and
Twenty-fifth, on the lot where a new houss
Is in course of erectlon, & small barn was
Iifted up bodlly, carried over to an adjoln-
ing lot and all that could be seen of tha
structure was a few boards, twisted and
broken.

One block north at Avenue E and Twenty-.
fifth street soveral trees in front of thes
house of Willlam Brousfield were blown
down. Mr, Brousfield and his two children
were In the barn when Mr., Brousfield saw
the hig black cloud approaching, He al-
tempted to shut the bArn door, but tailled
to do so Lefore the storm struck the build-
ing, ulmost tearing It from Its foundations,
The door was blown In and struck Mr,
Brousfield, who was hurled acrosa the
bullding and somewhat wseverely brulsed
and stunned. The children escaped injury.

Crosning several vacant lots, the tnrnado
next averturned two small barns on Avenuas
H near Twenly-sixth sireet on the premises
owned by J. MocRobert, the veterinary surg.
con, At the residence of Bd Fegley, 28
Avenue H, the roaf was stripped of the
shinglens,

Big Tree Blown Down,

At Avenus J, near Twenly-fifth street, a
big maple tree two and & half feet In
diameter dirvectiy In; front of a coltage
owned by Deputy United States Marshal
Cole was torn dp by the roots. At Avenus
L and Twenty-fifth street the front
windowa a’d door in the cottage of a family

named Payne were hlogwn in.
Al the resjdence of RatlMf on Avenue

strests Hoth chimneys were blown
down nnd the panch torn from the front of

Yrom here the clowd found nothing
further In its way and progeeded across
the tracks of the Illinols Central railroad
towards the Missouri river, the center of
which it followed, lashing the water into
big waven untll It was lost alght of around
the bend.

The damage done was eonfined to the
direct path of the tornado. It was shortly
alter 1:30 o'clock when It struck the Mehl-
ing residence and five minutes later i1t had
reached the river and disappeared. Tha

Paul, Minne-
apolls & Omnha Railroad company, with
the help of the men bhehind the smoke-
stacks, has eut the waste out of operating
expenses and Is saving fabulous sumas of
money,

The editor of the magasine says of ths
co-operative plan described by Mr. Camp-
oell, “"The success which has apparently
erowned the plan of the Chicago, St. Paul,
Minneapolls & Omaba rallrond suggests a
promising means of avolding cuts In wages
and the laying off of employas during hard
times in all lines of industry. How far the
co-operation of employes In the slimination
of wasta may be applied In & Question
well worth serious attention.'

The article la well lllustrated and has a
pleture of the new Northwestern freight
depot at Omaha, as well as portraits of
A. W. Trenholm, general manager of the
Omaha road; Frank Walters, gencral man-
ager of the Worthwestern rallroad; Pres-
