NBTvV TORK. June 2. Ths bull move
ment In stocks showed some evidence of
overstrain todsy. During the first hour
ths rate of activity was greater than naa
been wltneaeed at the New Tork Stock
exchange in a period of considerably over a
year. rne transactions in Lnion
were estieclallv heavy, a rood share being
the customary unit of the sales recorded
on the tape in tne aggresetve sdvance to
lfiO. As tne 2H per cent dividend has been
deducted from the price since It sold st
ul last month. todays price resiiy
represents the highest of the veer. At tha
round figure sncli a flood of selling orders
was encountered that the obstacle provd
Insurmountable to a further advance. This
really proved ths decisive test of the mar-
ket, althouah 8t. Paul. Reading and South
ern Pacific has risen vigorously In company
with Union Pacifier but not to last montn s
high prices. A rise of over 4 points in
Missouri Pacific also proved Ineffective to
hold prices againat the sales to realise.

l he movement ror tne auvanre gave
signs of disintegration after the turn in
In ion Pacific. In advancing L'nlon Pa
cific, use was made o. "jmori that the
financing of the company, which has been
In contemplation had been quietly effected
without formal public announcement. These
rumors remsined without official con-
firmation and credence In them waned con-
sequently. The sham rise In Missouri Ps- -
clflc and In soma of the other Oould stocks
wsa partly the outgrowth of reiterated re-

ports that the reorganisation of some of
tha properties In that group, now under
way or said to be In contemplation, would
strengthen the coherency of the group and
would Introduce Important new backing
Into the enterprises. A good effect wss
produced on speculstlve sentiment oy inn
mornlnii's reports of resumDtlon of mill
activities In New England, and some large
merchandise oroers piscen in concert ov
St. Iuls people. Textile trsde reports
described the good effects of curtailment
of production to trade, tha consequent
depletion of stocks and the reduction of
prices following tna lowering oi wages.

Whet, admission waa mane aunng um
day that ateel bar manufacturers wore
meeting the cut of the smaller Interests In
that trade to 11.40. some contrasta were
drawn between the policy, which has been
nursued In tha textils Industries ana mar
of persistent holding of prices, which hsd
oeen anopteo m tne sieei irmnc. t mini
States steel was unresponsive to the early
rise In tha market and weakened a sharp
fraction after tha official announcement
resarding ateel prices.

Tha reduction In the Harrlman Pacifies
cams after the publication of the May
earning, which showed for l'nlon Pacific

reduction tn operating expenses twice as
great as the falling off In gross earnings.
but for Boutnern fscuic oniy sooui iwu-thlr- ds

aa great as tha gross decrease. Tha
government's rsport on cotton condition
and the weather bureau's summarised
weekly bulletin kept allva attention to
possibilities of crop deterioration. Soma
sensitiveness was shown to ' ths day's
weather reports from parta of the, crop
region.
