Fault is belng found with election
bourds for Keeping the outoome in
suspense by delayed returns. There
may be, and doubtiess is, warrant
for complaint in some cases, but on
the whole our election officors are
entitled to credit and commiseration,
They are entitled to eredit for dolng
a difffoult job In a fairly eofficient
manner, and they are entitled to
commiseration for the mistreatment
they have to endure because of our
barbarous election lawe,

An elght-foot ballot, with elghty.
eight places o it to be counted, and
nmany candidates for éach place, 18
enough to try fhe patience of a Job,
The election officers, moreover, are
compelled o serve .in a stuffy, ill-
ventilated, boath, coustantly crowded
“wlth voters coming and going, from
8 o'clock in ‘the morning wuntil
6 o'clock in the evening, hnd then
to buckle dewn without intermission
to the task of counting, tabulating
and certifying for a stretch of from
twelve to thirty-six hours more.

Our election laws sadly need re-
vision for the relief of the aver-
‘worked eleotion officers. Let us
have, as in eastern states, an extra
corps of counters, beginning thelr
work, say, at 2 or 3 o'clock in the
afternoon, so that the returns may
be in within a fow hours after the
polls are closed and no hurdahlp put
upon snyone,
