Wheat Supplies from Northwest Re
ported as Quite Liberal.

LONGS HAVE TIED UP MAY CORN

Mnmlnjr'ft Mnrket Clearly Showed
J'r I'Onitu Have Supplies Tied

t'p snil Short Arc Likely In
for nn Experience,

OMAHA. Feb. wheatsupplies are reported as being quite
liberal. In the movement of this grainrrom the farms of that country, a real
and pronounced additional load Is ex-
pected to be placed upon tho shouldersof those owning the May future at Chi-
cago. These conditions place the pro-
ducer In a position where ho will bo

to have more to say about tho prlco
pf wheat than In some time past. Tho
Interior elevator stocks of four spring
wheat states, which also Includes Mon-
tana, are said by those who are In u
position to know, to bo the largest In
many years. There have been only a
few complaints from the winter wheat
belt regarding the probablo losses which
will be shown with growing weather In
the spring. This news more than any-
thing else will drive the wheat out of
hands of those in tho northwest, as they
fear that favorable crop roorts In the
southwest would lower prices all around.
The conditions surrounding the wheat
market yesterday were decidedly bearish
In character and were not only against
any advance In price, hut were utso III
favor of decllues. Th, leading one was
probably tho wllllngntj on the part of
longs to fill up all those who cared to
make purchases of wheat. It was gener-
ally believed that those who now hold the
May futures arc selling their lines in a
manner not to attract a great deal of
attention as well as to avoid any bad
price break. It was believed by some
that while tho May future Is being sold
the July Is being taken. Only 45.UW
bushels of cash wheat were sold In the
Chicago market yesterday, which was
anything but encouraging to those who
believe prices are llkeiy to advance.

Cash wheat was He lower.
The fact was clearly demonstrated yes

terday that tho longs in May corn nave
tied up that month tightly and that shorts
are llKeiy to .oxperlonce troume in cover-
ing. There was considerable pressure on
the July future caused. It was generally
believed, by somo selling of that montn
by scattered interests who oro long the
May option.

moisture throughout the entlro wintercrop belt except Nebraska and Kansas.
Tho market closed weak c to Mc
down. Corn lost ?itit to UfiSc net.
Oats, closed ifcc to ttf4tC off, and pro-
visions nt nn advance of a shade to
5374c. with pork , Just below $, nil
around.

Notwithstanding that of a
domestic sort ruled wheat most of theday, prices at first wore strong because
India still needed moro rain. Speculators,
however, did not wait long to press the
Belling, as exporters declared no foreign
demand existed for shipments .from the
United States. Ocean freights broke,
but failed to niter the outlook.

Big offerings of wheat southwest
stared at the bulls. So, too, did reports
that the flour trade at Minneapolis could
scarcely become" worse. Talk of alleged
lack of snow protection had little effect
and there seemed to be no rallying power
In the pit when tho Inst bell cleared tho
steps.

Cjjrn collapsed on account of heavy re-
ceipts. Revival of exports served only
tin a temporary check to tho decline In
prices. The concern that was tho strong-
est support of th market last week
headed tho selling toda). Oats fell with
corn, despite free realizing by shorts.

Twenty dollars a barrel for pork
brought about much profit taking on the
part of packers. In consequence, the
provision market broke, but prices were
again bid up by brokers who held other
products for sale. Restricted slaughter-
ing, duo to difficulty In obtaining a suf-
ficient supply of hogs, formed tho basis
of the rise.

Tho vote of tho eastern rail-
way firemen In favor of a Btrlko was nn
actlvo agent on tho bear sldu of tho mar-
ket. Polities camo to tho foiefront onco
moro Hnd somo traders said that with tho
change In administration only three weeka
off, there was a tendency of holders of
long stock to closo out their accounts
and await developments on and after
March 4.
