It Is the
consensus of opinion, .however, among the
traders that what few yearlings, ewes
and wethers were on sale Indicated In
sympathy with lambs a little Improve-
ment. The fact of the matter Is that so
many nged sheep and yearlings

NBV YORK, April M.-P- rlces were,
again depressed sharply toduy ifn tno'
stock exchange. The week'B accumula-
tion of depressing Influences and tht
market's lack of support encouraged
bear traders to renewed efforts, nnd dur.
Ing the fore part of today's session sell-
ing was carried on with Increased vigor.
Many of the leading atocks were forced
down 2 points or so and among tho
specialties losses ran as high ns s points.
Nearly a score of new low records wcru
made. Bear covering In the la.--t half
hour brought about a rally, during which
part of the day's losses were recovered.

As was the case yesterday, there was
nothing In the developments to which tht
weakness could be assigned and tho de-
cline seemed to be principally the result
of a crippling of the market's buying
power. Apparently no one wanted stocki
or would take them except at conces-
sions. Speculative operations on the lout;
side of the market were not In keeping
with the trend of sentiment and the fall
In prices of atocks and bonds has not
called forth any considerable Investment
demand. While the bulk of today'B sell-
ing appeared to be professional, the wide
range of Investment stocks offered for
sale once more suggested mat liquidation
was in progress.

An Increase of almost $40,(09,000 In
loans was the conspicuous feature ot the
bank statement. New financing of tha
week and shifting of loans from Interior
banks to Jlie city Institutions accounted
largely for the Increase., Although tho.
cash gain of $4,000,000 was larger than
had been anticipated, the result of the
week's" operations was a decrease ot
nearly $4,000,000 In excess reserves.
