rial and the Day of the Blowing of the
Trumpeta. In the first place 1t s the
Day of Mamorial, or remembrance. As
witeh, It ealln upon the Jew to remember
the divine purposs of hin life: secondiy,
It i the Day of the Blowing of the
Trumpeta Its purposs |8 (6 rouss [sras)
fram his self-complacency and stir him
1o high resolves and nobler deeds.
