. OVERCOME BY GASES

Two Men Caught Under Falling
Rocks and Companions Nearly
' Die Trying to Aid Them,

SECOND PARTY I8 SENT IN

Little Hope is Expressed of Getting
Them Out Alive.

HOPE PRACTICALLY ABANDONED

' Latest Estimate Places Number of
Dead at 263,
[ THREE MORE BODIES ARE FOUND

It inm Belleved that Corpars of Most
of the Vietima Are Just Beyond
the Room Where Res-
cuers Met Disaster,

DAWBON, N. M., Oct. 4. —-The first
Eovermment reatus ecar reached here
rhortly after § o'clock this morning. The
craws ware hurriedly sguipped with hel-
mots and sent Into Stag Canon mine No
2 in search of heolmet men James Lurdl
and Willlam Polaa, beliaved to have beent
killed by polsonous gases, afier an Ac-
cident that csumed them to remove thelr
helmets.

The government rescuers startad for
tha slghteenth chamber, east, two and a
half miles under ground from the portal.
It was at this point that Lurdl and
Paolsa, with two companlons, were penrch.
Inm for the body of General Superintend-
ent Willlam MeDermott and perhaps at
leant 100 more miners, wha were helloved
1o have besn In that part of the mine
when Wednesdav's exploston occurred.

The aerident to the helmet men caused
& foellng of terror among others to the
point whers only valunieers were sent
into the mine. Confidance was somawhat
restored by the arrival of the government
crew, which Immediately entered the
workings

Alter p conslderable time under ground
the crew hiad been unable to reach the
eighteanth chamber.

Beoause of the inecreasing presence of
carbon dioxide gas In the mine, which

/ had parmeated chambers where the air
was comparatively pure, late last nighi,
tha government rescusrs, confident that
no mors men are allve, bhave changed
thelr method of attack and devoted thelr
entire energies to directing alr currents
to drive out the polsonous gasas.

The probable death liat, with the fatal
" npt to the two helmet men, wan
i to M3 today and at foon the
nimber of men rescued alfve remained
at teenty-thres.

_ Canght by Fall of Rock,

The four men were of & crew of ten
wio sntered the mine st 4 o'cleck this
crow dividad and four of them pushed
on inte the slghtecnth room At the facs
of the mine. Two of these, James Lurd|

Upon being pulied out of the mass of
rooks and dirt Lurdi and Polse are ssid
1o have become frightenad and removed
their helneta, Thin action confused Lhelir
rescusTa, who, frightened by the con-
tinued fall of debrin and hampered by
thelr thirtyssight pound equipment, also
Jerked off thelr holmets and ran Into the
entry off the elghteenth room. There they
Wwere overcome by polsoncus gases, bul

eraw flnally brought them to the aurface
alive. Walter Korr, one of the rescued
man, had not recoversd
saveral hours later, but oy Stmploman,
his companion. told of the harrowing ex-
periences which, in the oplnlon of rescus
leadarn, prbably caused the death of
Lurdl and Polsa.

Rob-
erts, directing the governmenit rescus
work, experianced dIfficulty securing men
to re-enter the mine Lo search for Lurdl
end Polsa. Volunteers were oalied for and
when the first entered the mine Lurdi
snd Polsa had been in the workings, un-
halmeted, for an hour and a half.

This crew conelsted of five men with
four emergency men following §losely
varrying helmels and oxygen tanks, M-
reolor Foberts, who has been unceasingly
netive In rescus work sines his arrival
yesterday, appeared greatly affected by
this loms of helmst men and unheeitat-
ingly refarred to It as “the greatest
tragdy of the mine disaster.” which al-
veady had clalmsd probably ML lives
Roborts has been In continuous ohargs
of ths reacue work without a moment's
reliaf since noon yesterday, and It was
only by phyelcal force that he was kapt
from donning a helmet and leading the
ssarch for Lardl and Polsa. All other
rescus activities were practically aban-
doned pending the findin® of the lost
halmet men.
