Fortunately, the elastieity of the
whole modern business structure ls
such that sudden shocks are exceed-
ingly rare, and both business con-
struction and business expansion slow
processes that take time to permeate
from center to clreumference. What-
ever the effects of the new currency
law may be, therefore, no one need
expect any over-nlght sudden trans-
formation,
