Moreux, of the Observatory of Bourges, in
France, says that an object ninety yards
in dlameter 1s the smallest thing that can
bs seen clearly, although theoretically the
largest teloscopes should show us much
smaller objects,

This Hmit of size would enable us to
sed clearly a reglment on the march, a
village, or any organlzed manifestation of
life. It would not enable us to obtaln the
slightest image of any single animal even
A8 large as & man. Therefore we are at

present quite powerless to declide whether
there ia life on the moon or not.

The director caleulates that a spot on

the moon's surface 1,830 vards. or a little
nore than a mile in dlameter, can be seen
with a lens magnitying thirty times,

Wiih a telescope having an objective
lena of half an inch, which enlarges ninety
times, you can ses an object on the moon
680 yards in dfameter. With a telescope
enlarging 300 times, the eye can see an
object on the moon 150 yards in width.
With one enlarging 600 times, an object
270 yards wide

Finally, when we use ielescopss magni
fying 1000 and £000 times, we can, In
theory, distinguish objects on the moob
from 27 to 64 yards wide. The value of
these high-power telescopes, however, de
pends largely on the humun eye that sees
through them.

An untrained obsarver can see nothing

through a high-power telescope. Even an
astronomer trained to daylight observa-
tions I8 & very poor observer of the moon.

In order to become an efMolent observer
of the moon, the astronomer must traln
himself slowly and gradually, beginning
with Instruments of low power.

Another factor which makes observation
difficnit consists of the disturbances of the
atmosphere, The density of the air that
surrounds our earth is constantly changed
by currents.

The larger the opening of the telescope
the greater is the chance of finding these
disturbances aloag our path of vislon., As
the objective of the telescope Increases in
dinmeter, the number of nights that can
be used for observations diminishes at an
alarming rate, To avold this difficulty,
diaphragms are inserted in high-power tel-
escopes. By this means definition is in-
creased. but the light Is diminished, »so
that the object looked at appears dark.

For a tralned eye a relativaly weak tele
scope shows many detalls on the moon,
and some of the best observers Lry to use
the weakest Instruments practicable in or
der to avold atmospheric disturbances
With & magnification of 200 we can see all
ordinary detalls of land formation on the
moon, but for the smallest detallsa power
of 300 is used. An enlargement of 400 4l
améters almost pases practical use, The
image vibrates and changes.

Upon an exceptionslly calm and clear
night an enlargement of 600 times can he
employed and we will see spots and ob-
Jeets 90 yards In diameter. A photographic
plate will reveal an object only 700 yards
In diameter.

to observe an elongated object like a can-
yon or a geologlo fault than a circular ob-
Ject. With a maguification of 400 times
we can see n crack in the earth about 60
yards wide, while it would scarcely reveal
a crater 136 yards wide,

A monument such as a cathedral, a rall-
way slation, even a village where the
houses are close together, or & regiment
on the mareh, could be seen with our tel-

escopes on the.moon If they existed. No
one hag ever observed anything of the
kind,

There Is no reason lo belleve we have
reached the limit of size in optical lostru-
ments. To enable us to see an object &
yard in width, or a man, or large animal,
we must have & magnification of 54,000
times. It is concelvable that mechanical
industry may reach that, but there is no
present prospect of eliminating atmoapher-
fc troubles that would make the lnstru-
ment of lttle value,

The experiment of constructing tele
Scopes on mountain tops has been tried. A
telescope at a height of 15000 feel leaves
sbout half the atmosphere below, but ex-
perience shows that mountain tops are
subject to the greatest atmospheric dis-
turbances. Large plateaus of great alti-
tude offer the best opportunities for ob-
servatlon,

The Abbe Moreux says that the Amer-
fcan astronomers who have installed the
Ereatest telescope in the world on Mount
Wilson may obtain wonderful photographs
of the moon, but he doubts If they will
learn ao¥thing new about the constitution
of the moon or be able to see Its surface
with greater clearness than with smaller
instruments
