NEW YORK. Jan. 14,- -ln the last hour
of trading today stocks advanced vig-
orously. Prior to that time the movement
was narrow and uncertain, with a slow
downward trend In tho early srsiloii.
Closing prices showed good gains among
the representative shares, with advances
of 2 to 4 points In a few Instances,

Traders were bearish at the outset and
thero was more or less pressure at tlnles
On the speculative stocks, particularly
Steel and Heading. Petroleum Stocks de-
clined sharply. Texas company sold 10
points under Its high record of a fewdays ago and Mexican Petroleum was
depressed nearly 6 points. Bear selling
was based ostensibly on rumors regard-
ing the attitude of the Washington ad-
ministration regarding anti-tru- st legis-
lation. By the same process of reasoning
tho late advance was ascribed to dis-
patches from the capital alleging thatthe position of the president alter nil
would be less at variance with the views
of the street than had been expected. Itwas obvious that tho late Improvement
was due to some extent at least to achange of heart among professional
traders. Tho resistance of the market topressure early In the day gave convinc-
ing evidence of underlying trength.

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REFUGEES BEGIN LONG MARCH

Ragged Federal Army Starti on
Journey TJoward Fort Bliss.

GUARDED BY THE U. S. SOLDIERS

Mcrrmln Snyn There Is No Connlry
Ilxerpt Ills Own In Which He

Is More (Irntefnl Than
America.

PRKSIDIO. Tex., Jan. 14. Turning
Ihelr backs on Mexico, the ragged sol-

diers and generals of the Mexican fed-

eral army, loutcd by the rebels from
Ojlnnga, Mex., opposite here, today be-g-

thtlr strange march toward Fort
Bllsa at Kl Paso, Tex., where they ore
to be kept Indefinitely ns wards ot the
United States government.

Only a portion ot the refugees started,
but the tatterdemalion lino ot soldiers,
women and children, followed by horses,
burros and dogs, as they straggled over
the mountain road In clouds ot dust,
was a sufficient picture of an army In
retreat. Tho refugees on foot will be
guarded by United States cavalrymen un-

til they reach Marfa, sixty-seve- n miles
from tho border.

At Marfa, ten trains of ten coaches
each are to carry tlio Mexicans to Kl
Paso under escort of four companies of
the Twentieth United Stntes Infantry,
and at the army post at Kl Paso some-
thing like r village Is to spring up un-

til the foreign itoldlors and their gen-ernl- s,

who sought asylum' In this coun-
try, ore taken elsewhere or are finally
returned to Mexico.

Tho refugees, as officially counted by
Major McNamce, shows there are 3,321

soldiers and officers, 1,057 women and
about S00 children and Infants, who are
to be housed and fed by this country.

As we watched tho vanguard ot his
army depart, all of them Ill-fe- half
clad, footsore and disarmed. General
Salvador Mercndo, President Htlerta s
former military chief In the north, and
himself n refugee, stood apart by the
roadside. Ills own blue faded coat was
dusty, the Inslgnlns of his rank were
gono and on his faco was an expression
ot Incredible suffering,

With about "to soldiers on horses, Or- -
ozco, Salaznr, Caraven and Rojas, com-

manders ot federal volunteers, escaped
from the rebels nt OJInaga through La
Mtila Pass, south of Ojlnnca, after they
hail defeated a small body ot rebels.
The fact that they escaped gave General
Villa much anxiety. Ho had ordered
the execution ot all ot them.

Myllus was convicted in the English
courts of having criminally libelled King
Georgo V by publishing that tho king
contracted h morganatic marriage with
the daughter of Admiral-Seymou- In U'.'J
when he wits prlncp ot Wales.
