“This condilion of affairs came to &
focus &t & mesting of the Btate Roard of
Fducational Lands and funds, when that
board decided to Inslst wpon the original
survey of It sections, refusing to recong-
nizs the surveys made by Deputy Bur-
veyors Alt and Dickson in the year 1886
and following years.

“Back as far ap 102 the commisaloner
of public Iands and bulldings for Ne-
braska cniled upon the secratary of the
interior to survey oul the school sections
In western Nelirmska. After conslderahle
sorrespondencs, the commissoner of the
gonsral land office wrote the commin-
sloner of publie lands and bulldings for
Nebraska, that the governman! had da-
cided to survay out thywse schonl sections
for the purposs of re-sstablishing their
linen and corners as they wers located
under the old survey, but although years
have passed and at frogquent Intervals the
government’'s prormire has been rapoesated,
no actlon has been taken by the federsi
government to murvey out the old school
sections. The most recent lotler recelved
by the commissioner of public lands and
bulhllan for Nebraska, from the general

land office In Washington, contains a

roquest that the state noospt the AlL and

Purveya and thus snd the dis-

pute.

Wounded Reach Chihuahua,
CHIHUAHUA,
1 Paso, March 28 —Evidenoa of the se-
vers firlng which the rebels puffered at
the hands of the federals outside of Tor-
reon was brought hers today with the
first two trainloads of rebel wounded.
Bixtesn coachas filled with soldiars, dls-
torted - with the agony of thelr wounds,
wrapped tn blankets, blood-stained bhand-
mEen and bent In all shapes, reached the

wounded scattered nlong the railroad at
pointa 300 milea southward,

Thres hundred rebel wounded, Inciud-
ing three lleutenant colonela mnd about
twenty minor officers, had  arrived by
night. Thay reported a total of about
1,000 wounded on thelr side, with an un-
known number dead (emaral Trinldad
Rodrigues, probably fatally wounded,
and CGeneral Maximo Garcla, sarioualy
wounded, were laft at the front.
