Villa's Lossrs Henvy,

CHIHUAHUA, Mex., March 3L—(Via I
Paso, Tex, April 2)—The rebel army in
the battle with the Huerta forvea at
Torreon had lost about 1,000 soldiers in
dead and wounded up to today, accord-
ing to estimates based om the aumber of
wounded reaching here, No estimate of
the federa! casualties was obtainable on
thia side, although the rebels Insisted
their firing had bean effective.

The sixth train bearing wounded from
the front arrived today and more train-
londs wara reported ns having passed
Jimenez and Swnta Rosnlln on Lthe way
northward., The fact that about 700 dis-
abied soldiers were now here, gave rise
to the bolief that an squal number of
wounded “are elther at the front or en
route north, and an estimated loss of M0
men would make rebel lonses about 2,000
In fighting strength. Every train that
came with wounded has bean sent mouth
with medical supplies. According to thelr
own clalme, the Villa forces still have
more than 10,000 in the fleld,
