With all the complaint of the growing ten-
dency of the executive encronchment upon leg-
falative functions and prerogalives, congross 1s
not wholly blameéless for the dissipation of fts
powars. Its polley of delegating authority to
boards and commissions of wide, sometimos
oven sweaping regulatory power, must be con-
sidered, together with the infringement of the
executive to got at a real analysis of the situa-
tlon. Congress, undoubtadly, would -be ready |
with explanations and defenses In behalf of lia
position, yet the fact remains that it eanmot
keep iis normal inherent powers and at the same
time delegate them to such agencles as it may
create.
A New York publication cites sevaral such
Investments recently made by congress, the ef-
fect of which is to diminish, if' not weaken, its
own resident power. For exampls, it delegates
power to the Treasury department over import-
ers, n right of espionage to the Postoffice de-
parttient over the mails, rallroad regulation to
the Interstate Commerca commission, aweepipng
powers of n similar character to the new Trade
commission, and so on. Now, all this rep-
resonts & process of subteaction, which congress
subtaine only at & direct logs to itself. It seems
wholly inconsistent, therefore, for its members
to continue to remonstrate so londly against ex-
ecutlve usurpation so long aa they, themselves,
are aqual offenders.
It 1s our belief that the country s growing
impatient at the autooratic tendencies of the
White House and will before long demand =&
halt, but at the same time the situstion will not
be adeguately dealt with by Ignoring the weak-
ening processes at work within congress. ' Yet
we are frank to say that the country Is not
awake to this phase of the subject, If, Indeed,
congress ls.

Some Winter Wheat Figures.

This is a time when winter whent makes &
most Interesting subject of discussion, especially
thizg year, in view of the enlarged acreage de-
voted to the crop and the governmont's latest
report showing a condition of 985.6 per cent,
which s 11,6 per cent higher than the average
for ton ysars. It wan estimated that 36,606,000
pcres wers sown to winter wheat last fall. Golng
back to the yield per acre, weé find thatl the aver-
age for ten years has been fifteen bushels. 1t
the increases in the status of the ‘crop to date
were malntained—11.6 per cent—Iit would give
us a yleld of 16.7 bushels per acre, which, com-
puted with the acreage, would make s total out-
put of 600,860,000 bushels.

Nesdleas to say, some of the sground is al-
ways lost, Tle average acreage abandoned for
the last ten years has been 9.8 per cent. Sup-
pose we deduct this from the estimated area
planted and apply the 16,7 yleld to the re-
mainder, we still have 561,000,000 bushels al
harvest time, The fact is, of course, that while
blights may yet come, winter wheat that ranks
05.6 per cent perfect on April 1 stands a mighty
fine chance of making s bumper harvest, and
