Prince 'Willlam is the nephew of Queen Eillza-
beth of Rumania, the ocelebrated “Carmen
Bylva" of literature. Bhe was born a Princess
of Wied, It was Queen Elisabeth who suggosted
to her nephew the possibility of becoming King
of Albania, and coached him in the ways of got-
ting around the many difficulties of the situation.

The Prince’'s nationality made him acceptable
to Germany and Austria. He made a good im-
pression by his tact on Ruesia, England and the
other Powers Interested in settling Albanla,

One obstacle to be overcome con-

Hence It will be to the in-
terest of the King to dine with as many of his
subjects as possible,

It Is customary among Albanians to kiss n
visltor heartily on both oheeks when welcoming
him to the house, and the King will have to
observe this custom with the leading chiefs.
Before noon of his first day's rule he kissed
more than a hundred of his force of retalners
in order to make himself popular,

The homes of the mountalneers are ragular
fortresses. They are bullt of stone and situated
in the most unassailable spots in the mountalns,
They have no glass windows, but narrow open-
Ings in the walls give ventllation and are
useful as loopholes for rifle shooting. Wit..n
thess walls the Albanians live in a barbarous
and pleturesque manner. The women of their
harems make all thelr clothes and most of thelr
articles of dafly use.

King Willlam will make visits among these
pleturesque people, and hers his perils and hard-
ships will be numerous. There are no roads In
the country and only two bridges, although the
rivers are many and deep. Rifle shooting {s the
principal sport of the mountalneers, and the
King will be expected to witness exhibitions of
thelr ekill without showing any nervousness.
