OMAHA. July 31, U.
A milling Journal of the spring wheat

country Issued a bulletin yesterday, say-
ing that the wheat crop prospects up to
Tuesdaj , July H, were certainly bright,
but since then pronounced deterioration
has taken place. The paper soys In part.
In speaking of conditions surrounding the
crop: "Wo do not wish to look at this
matter from a pessimistic standpoint, hut
It Is not a theory, but tho actual black rust
that confronts us. '

While tho above was In tine with many
of tho messages received there wero
others contradictory and this state of af-
fairs made speculation iilto uncertain
and the average speculator was at sea not
knowing which way to turn. The Chlcugo
crop experts who are now In the north-
west make tho claim that many of the
report sent In were manufactured by
wneat longs who aie anxious to ioh--
the market upward In order to seruro
profits on their holdings. Another crop
expert who was ut Watertown. S D . said
that he had traveled over tho territory
and had been unable to find the crop
losses as claimed by many who hip In
that section of tho country.

The volume of trudo In Uie hi. ago
wheat market was comparatively mnll
yesterduy. The outsider was not In the
market which shows there may be some
doubt as to the conditions In tho north-r.es- t,

for, If crop losses were actual, buy-
ing orders would come In from that nec-tio- n.
