out that the Germais had beén repulsed
and thousands of them kiled.

Mr, Duras says that to those who know
the Rindly and pacific temperament of
the Walloona the newa for the moment
soemed Incredible; it seemed Impossibla
that thess sober business men, from
whom tha OGardes Clviques are chiefly
recrulted, could have routed the strap-
ping, high-hooted, well-equipped German
troops whom he afterwards saw brought
in as prisoners.

Conld Ser Gun Fiashes,

During the engagement the flash of the
guns in the forts was clearly seen In
Liege, in spite of the fact that it was a
L right moonlight night.

It seeams, according to his mecount, to
have been part of the scheme of the de-
fensa not to make any very serious re.
sintance to the attmck till the German
troops were actually past the forts. They
wers allowed to advance In peversl Alf-
ferent bodles on each mda of Fort Meran,
an wall an north of Evegnes and south of
Chaudfontaine along the river above and
below Ldege. Then, when they were close
up to the town and had parsed through
the screen of trees and bushes which lies
between It and the foes, a heavy flre was
opened upon them as they joined foroes
with each other from the forts behind
and from the rifles and machine guns in
front, so that they weres caught in a trap
and their retreat cut off, There was noth-
fng for them to do but be shot down or
surrender. Even one of the Belgian reg!-
ments suffered badly from the fire of the
forts durlng this part of the fight,

Care of the Wounnded.

In the town itself, under the direction of
Iir. Snyrs, every preparation had been
made for the reception of the wounded.
Hohools, churches, theaters and all kKinds
of public bulldings had been turnmed inte
boapltals, ahd everyone who was not
working In or for the army had enlisted
in the Red Cross service. But in spite of
the most careful organization both
Hresseau, In the north part of the oity,
end at the Gare de Lander there was for
many hours an unavoldable delay 'n deal-
fng with wome of the wounded. The
slaughter had taken piace in such a ahort
opace of time and In such a confined
spaca that the Belglan wounded wers

A% the German casuaities ware from
five to tem limes as numerous, and as
they had only fleld hospitals and none
of the conveniences of a town to fall
back on, the amount of suffering on their
slls must have been incaloulably greater
