Mail of Prisoners
Is Tampered with

And New Order Out

(Correspondent' of th Associated Press.!
BERLIN. July SI Because letters re-

ceived from German prisoner of wsr
in France, apparently hav been tam-
pered with, by th French censor It Is

charged, th authorities hav found It
necessary to Issue a warning against in-

cluding any Information of a military
character in communication from rela-

tive to prisoners.
A recent letter from a prisoner con

tained th surprising request to his rela-

tive to writ him all they could about
th war. An examination of th writing
showed, however, that th prisoner of
war had written exactly the opposite, and
that his handwriting had been imitated
In changing his Injunction.

Similarly, h had written that letters
to htm should be sent unsealed. This
Injunction, too, had been altered to read
that his relatives might seal their let-

ters, conveying th Impression, along
with tha request for wag news, that he
was In a position lo receive uncecsorea
communications.

Th Oerman authorities assert they are
convinced that it was the Intention of
th French government to secure, in this
manner, military new of value, advsnta
word Of Intended operation, troop po
sition and the like. They urge relatives,
therefore, to limit themselves in their
letter to th barest' needful information
of a noninllllary character.
