dirigible for th United Bute la now
under way and tha important order for
tbe balloon fabric haa been awarded to
th United States-Rubbe- r company. The
work of constructing th fabrio I now in
progress at one of their large faotorlea
It requires much skill and car In inanu--J
facturlng Inasmuch as th access of th
airship depends largely on the strength
and capacity of th envelope.

It Is regarded as a tribute to their
leadership in the rubber Industry that the
TJ n I ted Btatea Rubber company were
selected to aupply one of- - the most Im-
portant necessities for thU new "dread-
nought of the air."

The airship Is being built by th Con-
necticut Aircraft company ot New Haven,
Conn. Captain T. 8. Baldwin, chief con-
structor of the Connecticut Aircraft com-
pany upervleed the building of the flrat
German dirigible, and of the only dlrlvrlbl
ever owned by the United hta tea army.
He decided that the United States Rubber
company were beet equipped to make tho
balloon fabric for these Important navy
airships.

The enormous envelope will be of a
new and Improved shspe, which by test
haa been proved to offer a minimum wind
resistance; and which, filled with gas,
will hav a tremendous lifting capacity.
