sarvice as prerequisite to & retirement pension,
8l further, the avernge man's probabliity of
life at seventy cannot be figured st much more
thun ten years, so the possibility of a pension
for a longer perfod than the years of servica Ia
riather remote. It may be sald, however, that
the appointing powers, in making their selection
for judicial places, as a rule, requirs a prospect
of more than ten years on the beneh, which ac-
counts for the reluctance to appoint Judges who
would have to serve beyond the age of sevenly
to meet the statutory prerequisite for retire-
ment.

Wages and Wealth,

From the Department of Labor at Wash-
logton comes a report with the interesting in-
formation that wages have been considerably
advanced In the United Btates during the last
year. Only one small group has undergone a
reduction Jn wages, Hours of labor have besn
reduced In many trades, following the general
movement In that direction. This information Is
qQuite comforting, for it shows that In some
mensurs the wage rate in the United Btates is
keeping pace with the general advance of the
living rate. Economists find in prevailing con-
ditions encourngement for the future.

The question of production and distribution
I8 taking on noew phases with each advaneo in
man‘s capacity, Man's wants are steadily ex-
panding, his tastes are becoming more exact-
ing and hix ambition more embracing, Produc-
tion may have met the requirements of yestarday,
perhaps of today, but certailnly not of tomor-
row.
