Profit for the British Bondholder.

While the flood, of weturning American
| decurities, to be loosened by the war and over-
whelm the home market, did not materialize,
pow and then a little trickle indicates that such
& flow ia still possible, although highly improba-
ble. In referring to the conditions that now
prevall on the London market, the Times polnts
out that it is not altogether patriotism that is
fnducing Britons to part with thelr American
stocks and bonds to Invest in the Britlsh war
loan jssues. Bonds of American rallroads that
sold years ago at a discount as low as 70 are now
at par, or over, and have, therefore, yielded a
very handsome profit. Thely sale at this time, and
the mmul of the money In British bonds
insures a double profit, and enables the thrifty
British investor to turn s pretty penny, his only
risk being against his own government. Hven
this advantage has not 8o far proved so tempting
as to bring out large quantities of American
wecurities for conversmion. Yankee stocks and
bonds are glit-edged anywhere Just mnow,
espocially in Kurope, and their owneérs are not
greatly inclined to sacrifiée material certainty,
even under patriotle impulse,

Ponsions for Ministers.
Exscutive bodies of leading religiouns de-

| nominations are whipping into practical form

plans for old-age pensions for their ministers.
For years past the gquestion has been under con-
sideration and urgently pressed as a moral ob-
ligation. Various methods, tested by results,
depend for success on Lwo sources of revenue—
an endowment fund large emough to meet the
expoected annual demands or a per capita an-
nual contribution from each congregation.
Actuaries estimate that $50,000,000 would be
required to flaance the several church pension
systenis contemplated. The Methodists have
ralsed $5.,000,000 of the $15,000,000 necessary
to insure permanency of thelr adopted systewm.
A similar method tried by the New York
Episcopal dioceas abandoned for the more
feasible parish subscription plan. Under this
method each parish |s asked to contribute to the
general fund a sum equal to 7 per cent of the
pastor's annual salary. Separate accounis are
kept of parish contributlions and the total Is
available for the pastor and his family ln event
of death or disebility, or when the pastor
reaches 68 yoars of age. The manner of ful-
filling the obligation is not material so long as
practica! resuls are reached. A worthy cause
thallenges coergetic co-operation among the
Iaity. The work carries with it the stimulus of
performing & duty the churches owe to their
age-worn minlsters.

A number of these rejoinders to Dr. Feldman ap-
pear in the puges of the journal In which his own
paper war printed. For instance, Dr, W. H. Barth
of Oreat Falle, Mont., writea in It as follows: ""The
use of the tooth brush, eithey; soft or medinm, has
caocused very Uitle harm, If any, elther to the teeth
or the gume, and It has done a great deal to reduce
Inflammation of the gums when used to brush them
In place of using the forelinger Lo masssgs them,
The use of the tooth brush has done more for the
preservation of the testh and the restoration of a
healthy conditlon of the gums than anything else
Lhat has come to our knowlsdge

“It s safs to say that in 60 per cent of the casew
of pyorrhos, the looth brush Ia very spldom used, If
At Al The proper use of the tooth brush is essential
to the care of the teeth; there Ie no subatitute, Buy
that does not mean we should not use silk floss, for
wilk flosn fa & very good adjunct. No dentist would
dispute the statement that the mouth In which a
tooth brush has been tsed I8 more clean &nd free
from decay than one in which it had not besn used.
How many people will massage thie gume, use silk
foss, strips, ete.? The tooth bLrush s handier, and
It can be made a8 clean and aseptic ns the forefinger.”

Dr. Benedlot Furnias of New York, writing in the
Arima paper, expresses his opinion that thers s noth-
ing more menacing about the well-made tooth bruash
than there is about one's hair brush or one's sponge
when n reasonable hygienile care i taken of all of
them, and he goos on to say:

“Hesldes the fact that the mouth that is cleansd
once, Lwloa, or three times a day cannot possibly
supply bacteria In menacing numbers, It must be re-
mambered that the tooth-bristles, bathed and
saturated so frequently with tooth-paste Ingredients
more or less antisceptic, furnish anything but a
happy ablding-place for germ-pests, no matier how
vital and resistant they may be. Bo that if we merely
hang the tooth brush somewhere In the sunshine at
decent Intervals, we need not get gray worrying about
virulent bactsria.

"If something more sanithry than the modern
tooth brush can he devised and made adaptable nat
alone for the dentlst's offlce, but for home use, let
us give the fellowa who are endeavoring to do It all
the helpfulness we can. But while we're walting for
them, It won't help them or purseives to throw out
the best thing we know about now.'

That proper use of the brush Involves motion in
tha direction of the tooth'n length and that the usual
cromswise brushing may 4o injury, is W4 by Dr,
Jules J. Barrazin of New Orieans, writing in Tha
Medical and Burgiceal Journal of that elty. Dr,
Sarrasin does not belleve that the brush oarries In-
fection. "“Of course.” he writes, “If ten or 10 surgl-
cally clean brushos sweep In as many (lithy, septic
mouths, and later, after a thorough rinsing In cold
watsr and drying (which inhibit bacterial growih),
are dssd to Mmoculate culture tubes, an abundant
growth of pathogenie germa must surely result, Con-
clusiona drawn from such a procedurs are strikingly
unsclentific becauss they take no account of the fact
that vastiy more Infectious material will have been
removed from the mouth than can poasibly be left
i ths brush, hecause they do not duplicate conditions
which obtain when truly germicidal dentifrices are
employad, and becauss, even as mouth-infection (s
reduced by repeated brushings, 1t will continus to

ramain so far in excesn of that in the brush as to
render the latter insignificant.

"Dentists who entertaln a sentimental or sensa-
tiona! fear of the tooth brush would act more wisely
by advisipg lta immersion in an agueous solution of
lodin, followed by rinsing, after each mouth-cleansing,
than by misleadiog the lalty, decrying the brush
without offering a real substitute for it

“Nelther the proper, root-to<biting surface, bruah
motion, nor an efficlent polisher carrled by It dry,
has ever Injured tooth-structure It I8 the lmpraper
crosswise motion of bristles which wears transverse
cervical grooves and Irritates gingival marging, quite
regardlesa of the dentrifice employed, unlesa it be
gritty beyond reascon. Pristlea and water, or soap,
and chalky Impaipable dentrifices are unable to re-
move completely septic flims from and develop the
protecting pollsh on exposed surfaces of teeth, whila
a waxed thread or tape I8 atmilarly tnefficlent in
comparison with positive polishing powder applied by
suitable agents In both Instances. It has been proved
that five years' dally pollshing of natural testh with
finely pulverizsed pumicestone resulted {n perfect,
lustrous dental surfaces™

Hore, however, we are apparently touching a
feature of the tooth-brush controversy that really
dividea the dental profession. Many dentists sdvo-
cate the usual, or crosswiss, hrushing that Dr. Bar-
rasin condemna. In a symposium printed recently in
ltems of Interest, & New York dental jourmal, both
methods are advised and both condemned, The
editor's conclusion seems to be that the rotary method
is to be preferred, but not when “limited to a singls
skirmish.” TRepeated use of It not only removes
invading parasites, but produces an influx of blood,
axelting greater antiseptic mcotivity of the whits
corpuscien. It will be noted that the question of the

An Appreciation of Booker Wnashe
Ington,

OMAHA, Dec, 5.~To the Editor of The
Bee: 1 first saw Booker Washington st
Linctln, where he dellvered the com-
mencement addresa to the class of WS of
tha University of Nebrasika, Approxi-
mately 600 poople had pacvked the Aud)-
torfum, and his fMrst utterance, "' was
born a slave,” was repoated in wihinpera
all through the auditnce. It struck me
A a tremepdously impressive Lhing for
the great cultured clepses to be deing
homage to & black man who was born
A siave. It presented to us the spectacis
of & slave who had bécome a master—a
master of a soclal condition and a leader
of men. He told us the simple story of
how he had gone Into the black belt and
atarted & farm and trade school on the
red hilla of Alabama. 1 became [fired
with the ambition to go down thers and
fond what assistance | could to such a
deserving movement, and so a few yoars
later, upon the recommendation of Dr.
Sherman of the University of Nebraska,
I was electad to an  Instructorship in
English and American history.

My ¢lose personal contact with Mr.
Washington enabled me (o learn many
of his characteristics and the things he
stood for. First of all, the doctrine of
economy entera into his every act and
thought and desd. Boéoker Washington
never wasteyd sven words. It was always
the other fellow who 4id the talking, and
he was listening and thinking. He talked
of nothing but business and his work,
and all of such talk was either dones from
the platform or in a conference which
had some apecific object In view., Aa
In momt modern families, it devoived
uptn the wife to do the “small talk' and
the soclalizing for the family, which the
amiable Mrs, Washington could do very
creditably. 1 remember taking breakfast
with Mr. and Mra. Waahington, together
with & number of othér teachers, one
Sunday morning. We were there per-
hara an hour and a half, and the moat
he said was the blessing. Yot the man-
'ner of the man seamed sufficlently cor-
dial ns to not make one feel uncumfort-
able, notwithstanding his amaszing few-
ness of words.

Booker was eminently falr with his
teachera and students, He never took
map judgment on anyone's cass, and
equity arng justice was the basis of his
every declslon. When in 1504 the 1,500
studenta compla‘ned that tha few hours
on each of the flve days given them to
work at thelr trades was insufficient, he
rolved the difficulty by making Satur-
day a school day, thereby enabling the
students to give threse whole days a
weelk to thelr trnde and aoudomle work,
respoctively. No student ever left Tus-
kegee because of lack of money, and no
student waa ever prevented from coming
thera because of suth lack. He never
forgot that he swept his way through
Hampton Institute, and the boy or girl
whe was willing to work at Tuskegee
could be educated,

It was a fixed custom of Mr. Washing-
ton to give s Bunday evening talk to his
students. This he did most earnestly,
and the mrandest lessona in thrift and
economy were anunciated here. It Ia
my recollect!cn that he dndertook to in-
culoate In the minds of studenta the
valie to the mce of the ploneer, the
necessity of marting at the bottom, and
the fact that continuous effort along a
direct lne will surely bring success
Most Tuskegee gradustes are prospering
because of the example set and the lea-
sons taught by their late principal. His
talks were equally instructive to student
and teacher.

Booker Washington stood for silmplicity.
He never liked high-aounding words when
simple Engllsh was adequate He scorned
extruvagant dresa and had as much
aversion to silk hata and canes as he
hed for the ragged negro man he told
of seeing with & stick of peppermint
candy, Pomp and ostentation among his
poople was a source of much regret and
thame to him.
