15 —Systematis
persecution of the clergy in Mexico, au-
thorized by government officials sinos the
recognition of Carransa and in vielation
of his pledge of religious tolerance, was
charged in a protest made to Becrotary
Lansing today by Monwignor Francis
Kelly of Chicago,

requiring all priests to marry and to work
vight hours & day in the public offices
on pain of expulsion. In southern Mex-
iro, he sald, priesisa had been declared
ineligible to own property, even Lhelr
homes belng conflscated,
