The five dsys' gupply
foot up 71.731 hesd, aa against ai,H(6
head last week, W.AM) two week ago and
7 .;. for the corresponding day of last
yesr.

The merkct opened out very dull again
today anri early sale to shipper were
steady to aa much 5c lower In spot,
while paker talked Wo lower price.
A a general thing seller felt that thl
was the day to check the decline and
the result was that shipper were unable
to buy many hog early, while packer
got nothing at all until lata In th fore-
noon.

All buyer raised their hands alowly
and tn the end aslesman got their way,
steady prices being the rule when the
bulk of the offering finally started to
move, while at the best time trade
looked. If anything, stronger. Hhlpper
got Into the game after nacker got
started, and before the day waa out had
bought a pretty fair share of tha offer
lug. A usual, though, competition was
keen only on the heavy and a little of
the best light stuff, and tha close found
the. regular accumulation of common
light along with a few scattering load
of desirable hog unsold. Order were
pretty much filled by thl time, and tha
wlndup wa dull and weaker, the ssmo
aa it has been practically every day thl
week, noon finding quit a few hog atlll
In first hands.

Th general market wa about steady,
although trade wa very uneven, rang-
ing fruin weaker In spot to. If anything,
a little stronger at the best time. Bulk
again sold at I7.iwijs.10, and lb top
equaled yesterday's high price of a.2o.
fctiice Monday best hog held close to
steady, while light and mixed grade
have dropped 10u-"- c- '

The brosd demand which featured yes-
terday' lamb trade waa again very much
in evidence thl morning and Thursday
loc advance waa duplicated on the bulk
of the lamb offering. Tha market opened
tn good season, and was fairly active, a
fair clearance being affected by the mid-
dle of the forenoon. Hulk of the deslr--
able stuff sold around tlO.W. ahlle one
string of westerns, mates of yesterday
1 10 sua. topped the trade, selling at til. 00.
Mexlcana wera again conspicuous by
their absence. October clipped lambs
that wera nothing extra so jar aa finish
waa concerned, but carried a pretty good
fleece, brought tlO 00, Th general run
of lamb prices today la about steady with
the high point at last week' close, al-
though nothing sold over 111. 00, and doubt
was expressed aa to whether even best
Mexicans would have beaten that figure.

There was a much broader supply of
ewes here today, but the outlet contin-
ued broad and another dime advance In
prlcea waa registered. Oood Mexicans
aat a new hlsh mark for the year to date.
selling to t.1.00. while both Mexicans and
westerns touched 17. so, th bulk of the
efferlnga moving at this figure, with" leaa desirable kinJa on down to 47. 6l.
